ROSTER CHANGES

Off-Season Plans

The Executive Committee has adopted Kelly Barone’s proposal for proceeding with our off-season business.  Here are our target milestone dates:

Develop proposal for stat category changes and hold league-wide vote by November 15.

Resolve ownership issues– identify replacement(s) for Maulers and (possibly) Go-Go -- by November 15.
Submit list of 23 keepers for Winter Waivers by December 1.

The Executive Committee is currently discussing options for stat category changes (this will probably be a big topic of discussion at the banquet), and will come up with a proposed set of changes based on the Stat Category Survey results and Message Board comments.  We’ll then send out info about the proposal, including our reasoning for the changes we’re proposing, and the proposal will be put to a league-wide vote.  NOTE:  The EARLIEST any changes would go into effect would be the 2003 season. 

We’re currently exploring options for replacement owners.  If anyone knows of someone who might be interested in joining us, please let me know soon.  If we haven’t identified replacements by November 15, we’ll move ahead with the assumption that we’ll have 11 (or 10) teams in 2002.  That doesn’t mean we’ll stop looking, just that we’ll move ahead with our off-season schedule.  NOTE:  We won’t look for replacements just to have 12 teams – we’ll try to assure that anyone we bring on will be an active, competitive owner.

2001 Awards Banquet

Plans for the banquet are starting to round into shape – here are the details:

Oak Park was one of the few locations that everyone consistently rated highly in the Opinion Survey (4 out of 5 across the board).  There were some locations that people rated 5s, but those high ratings were offset by others who rated them 2s.  In the end, we chose a location that may not be perfect for anyone, but seemed to be quite doable for everyone.

2002 Toppers

Prior to the 2001 season, the CFCL adopted a Topper rule as a means of curbing excessive dumping of B contract players (players who would become free agents at the completion of the season) by non-contending teams.  CFCL teams that finished the 2001 in 5th –12th place will be able to retain 2002 Topper rights for at least one of their B contract players.  That means that they will be able to “top” the winning bid for that player in the 2002 draft by .01 and receive the player.

Based on the final standings, here are the teams that will receive Toppers, the number of Toppers the team receives and the players who are eligible for Topper use:

Since some of the teams receiving Toppers did not own enough B contract players at the end of the year to use all their Toppers, at MOST only 9 out of a possible 15 Toppers will be used.

It’s hard to tell how effective this new Topper rule is in terms of discouraging dumping of B contract players.  It may be that it will take a couple years for us to see exactly this will work out.  Since we’ve never seen Toppers in action at the Draft, it is difficult to know exactly how valuable they are.  The non-contending teams that traded away B contract players clearly felt that players/draft picks they received in return were more valuable than the Toppers for the players they gave up.
