The CFCL a featured part of a documentary on Fantasy Baseball?  Don’t laugh – it could happen, in fact it’s very close to happening.

A couple weeks ago, I received the following note in my e-mail:

My name is Jeremy Haber. I told by Jason Grey of Mastersball.com that I should contact you. My cousin and I are producing a fantasy baseball documentary. This short documentary will capture the intensity and drama that surrounds a fantasy baseball draft/auction. By recording a group of veteran/expert fantasy managers who are drafting their respective teams, we will convey the depth of preparation and obsessive behavior that defines fantasy sports. Given that we are based in Chicago we are looking for a league in the vicinity of the city. Mr. Grey told me that your league fit the criteria we were looking for. It would be our intention to follow the owners as they prepare for the draft/auction, not to follow them during the entire season. If you and your league are interested, please contact me for more information and details.

I responded that we might be interested in the project, but would want to get more information.  A few days later, I got the following reply:

Based on the response you sent to Jeremy Haber, my partner and I would like to find a time to talk with you about the prospect of your league being featured in our documentary.  If you can provide a mailing address, I would be happy to send you a packet that outlines the structure of our project and the people involved with producing it.  

In the meantime, let me address a couple of the concerns you expressed in your e-mail.  First, our documentary will focus on the process leading up to, and including, a live fantasy draft.  By “live,”  I mean an in-person draft or auction.  Secondly, in order to present the nature of the process in the most accurate way, we will be looking for a league whose members are willing to allow us into their lives as much as possible.  At home, at work when possible, we want interviews with wives, girlfriends, the people who deal with the league because they love you, but don’t quite understand the time you all put in.  Third and most important, we are looking for a group that is proud of their involvement with, and proficiency in this sport.  I believe you understand the phenomenal popularity of fantasy and rotisserie baseball, and our goal is to give people an unprecedented view into the preparation and drafting process.

I won’t go into more details until we can set up a meeting.  The season is right around the corner, and we are aggressively seeking a league like yours.

This definitely sounded intriguing, and Rich volunteered to be the “contact” person for this project.  He set up a meeting with the producers for December 31, which unfortunately had to be canceled.  Rich was able to get a couple of additional tidbits of information, though:

1.  The producers will probably want to focus on a “subset” of owners as they prepare for the Draft.  They will probably want to talk to all the owners at some point, but the non-subset owners would probably be covered in a single interview.  

2.  For the owners in the “subset”, the better access we give them the better.  They understand that they have to earn our trust to allow them in to our lives, but the more owners that allow them in and the more access (time, location, etc.) we give them, the better the documentary would be. 

3.  The final product will be shopped around to various places.  It could be PBS, as well as any number of other outlets.  They don't have a distribution commitment yet.  They are investing their efforts to make it great and hopefully a lot of sources would want to pick it up. 

4.  Regardless of who gets interviewed for the “draft prep” portion of the film, the producers will definitely want to film our Draft, so everyone would be included in that.  The producers were clear, however, that they don’t want anyone to have to do something they’re not comfortable with, so if one or two people don’t want to be interviewed at all, that’s fine. 

5.  The producers already have a commitment for an interview from Rotisserie Baseball inventor, Dan Okrent, so this sounds like a significant project.

Obviously, this all gives us a lot to think about.  As Co-Commissioners and Co-Founders, Rich and I have had some preliminary talks and felt that we’d like to go ahead with this project as long as the rest of the league is interested in being involved.  We wanted to make sure we had gotten enough background information before throwing the proposal out for league-wide consideration, and now that Rich has had a couple conversations with the producers we can probably start discussions.

So, what do you think?  Great idea or pain in the neck?  To give us feedback on this, you can certainly send Rich or me an e-mail or give us a call.  However, the best way to do this would probably be to use the Message Board.  That way we can get a true “discussion” going with everyone seeing what everybody else is thinking.  I will start a thread on the Message Board with some specific things we should discuss.  Please visit soon and add your comments.

Rich has rescheduled his appointment with the producers for a week or so from now, which should give us plenty of time to kick this thing around and decide if we’re interested.  Hope to hear from everybody soon!
