New Report Download Format

I don't know how many people out there download the weekly reports from the Download Center, but I've just added a new option to the menu.  Now, in addition to downloading the reports individually, you can download a single WinZip file containing the following:

A Word file containing the weekly Standings report from TQS, nicely formatting in a printer-friendly manner.

A Word file containing the weekly Roster Change report.

An Excel file containing the updated rosters for the league, as well as updated FAAB amounts, current active salary levels, and the list of players available on waivers that week.  

Of course, you'll need WinZip to open the file after you download it, but it comes standard on a lot of systems now (I believe it's built into AOL, for example).  If you're not able to open the file, you can download a free copy of WinZip from www.winzip.com.

And remember, if you don't have Word or Excel on your computer, the Download Center also provides links to download free viewers that will allow you to open and print files in those formats.
