Getting To Know You…

Rich and I were e-mailing a day or two after this year's Draft, and he pointed out the unfortunate fact that he and I are so busy with administrative stuff on Draft Day that we hardly have any opportunity to visit with anyone.  That led to the discussion of trying to get together during the season at some point.  However, as we saw with the Draft this year, it's near impossible to get everyone together at the same time.  

So I thought - what if instead of having one big mid-summer bash, we have an on-going series of smaller get-togethers throughout the season?  These would be low-key affairs - getting together for a few hours at a sports bar or pizza joint or something to watch a game and shoot the breeze for a while.

There'd be no pressure to plan around everybody's schedule - we'd pick a date and place and get together to watch a game for a few hours.  If 3-4 people can't make it to a given gathering, there'll be another one in a few weeks.  We'd vary the locations and days of the week, so everyone will have the chance to attend a gathering nearby.  We'd rotate the responsibility for organizing the gatherings so one person isn't burdened to organize each one.

Here's the general idea:

We split the remainder of the season into 3-week periods.

For each 3-week period, someone volunteers to "host" a gathering.

The host would be responsible for:  picking a date and time within that 3-week period (preferably a date and time when a game will be on), picking a place to get together (preferably somewhere we can watch a game), and announcing the date, time, and place to the rest of the league.

Owners who are planning on attending send an e-mail to the host to let him know.  That way the host can cancel if it looks like only one other person is going to show up (of course, if those two people decide they still want to get together, that's great).

Everyone who e-mailed to confirm his attendance, plus whomever else can make it, shows up.  Everyone is responsible for their own expenses (food, drink, etc), so there's no hassle for the host, other than picking a time and place.

If the host in any given period wants to get more elaborate, that's fine, but it's not necessary.  If Eric decides he want to host an outing to a Schaumburg Flyers game and coordinate getting tickets, that's cool, or if Kelly wants to host the gathering in his home, that's fine too.  One of the objectives of this, though, is to make it as painless as possible to host and to attend.

Before setting all the wheels in motion, though, it'd be nice to know if anyone at all would be interested in doing something like this.  Please drop by the Message Board and provide feedback on the idea, and we'll take it from there.
