They'll be tying the knot on Sunday (May 26) in Greensboro and hopefully the proceedings will be a bit more memorable for the Professor than George Will's were for him.  The Professor had better hope for good weather in Chicago this weekend, as the only thing that can prevent a Cub doubleheader loss on Sunday is if the game on neither Friday nor Saturday is rained out.

But why dwell on the morbid (the Cubs)?  Many happy CFCL wishes to Dave and Heather!

CFCL Gathering #1

Paul is currently looking at possible dates in the June 1 - June 20 timeframe to host the first CFCL Gathering.  He will most-likely chose a few possible dates, then send out an e-mail asking for feedback on which date would be best.  Having spent over 15 years trying to schedule Drafts and Awards Banquets, I know the futility of such an exercise, so please give Paul a hand.

Remember, the key aim of these gatherings is to make them low-key, low stress - both on the planning side and on the attending side.  These aren't mandatory meetings, though it would be cool if we could get a decent turnout for each one.  At a minimum, though, please take the time to respond to Paul about possible dates, and then try to let him know if you'll be attending once the date is set.

Anticipated Roster Moves

Here's a topic that has come up several times already this season, raised by multiple teams:  when is a mid-week roster move permissible?  If I've got a player who is technically on the DL, but is scheduled to play in this evening's games, can I activate him prior to the Noon deadline?

As everyone should know, the only time there is absolutely free movement between the Active and Reserve Rosters is prior to Noon on Tuesday, when weekly roster moves are due.  Every other day of the week, teams are allowed to move players between Active and Reserve ONLY if one of their players are involved in a Major League transaction (or as a result of a mid-week CFCL trade).

Before we adopted this rule, teams had to wait until the following Tuesday to adjust their roster if a player was put on the disabled list or activated from it.  Look what Durazo did after coming off the DL mid-week - 3 HR and 9 RBI in his second game back.  A few years ago, the Ruffins would have missed out on all those stats because they would have had to wait until Tuesday to activate Durazo. 

We wanted to avoid situations where teams lost out on stats while waiting for Tuesday to roll around, but we also didn't want to get in a situation where we were allowing daily roster moves between Active and Reserve Rosters.  So we came up with a very explicit criteria for when mid-week moves are allowed:  the MLB move must be "official" and complete before the CFCL move can be made.

In determining whether an MLB move is “official” or not, the CFCL Front Office uses the following sources:

For Free Agent Bids, if the player is listed on the Free Agent listing at the TQS website, then he’s eligible to be bid upon.  In addition, a player may be eligible if he was added to an NL roster in an MLB move that is “official” as defined immediately below.

For Disabled List/Minor League Moves, the MLB transaction must have been reported in one of the major online baseball news sources (ESPN, USAToday, Sportsline, etc), appear as a press release on the MLB team’s website, or appear on the list of MLB transaction on the TQS website.  It must be clear that the move has actually happened – stories or notes about moves an MLB team plans to make are not “official.”

The very last sentence in the paragraph above is key.  Newspaper or television reports that a player will be activated or will be starting in that evening's game are not enough, no matter how widely they are reported.  The fact that a pitcher is listed in the "scheduled match-ups" for that night does not mean you can activate him.

A perfect illustration of this happened a few weeks ago.  The Cardinals announced that they'd be activating Garrett Stephenson from the DL in a few days to make the start that night.  The day came and there were reports published on the web that Stephenson would be starting for the Cards that night.  However, there was never an actual transaction reported.  Sure enough, the Cardinals were waiting until game time to make a move, and when Stephenson had some problems warming up, they left him on the DL for another week or so.

It appeared at the daily Noon deadline that Stephenson would be starting the game that night.  However, since an actual transaction activating him from the DL had not been reported, he could not be activated in the CFCL.

I realize that this approach means teams may lose out on stats once in a while (especially for starting pitchers).  But if we don't have a cut-and-dried standard for such moves, I'm put in the situation of having to evaluate things on a case-by-case basis and that can lead to all sorts of problems down the road.

It may not be perfect, but it's a whole lot better than having to wait until next Tuesday…
