Eyes on the Prize

We're entering June and a third of the season is gone already.  This is typically the time that teams start to look at their chances for the current season and decide whether to make a push for the money or begin a rebuilding effort.  Already there have been rumbling in e-mails and on the message board about teams preparing to dump.

As you start to think about the direction you're going to take this year, remember that we made some changes to the prize pool and prize distribution prior to the season.  Since the motivation behind the change was to make competing for a money spot a little more enticing, I felt it would be good to remind everyone of the changes.  The new prize distribution and amounts are as follows:

1st place - $468 (50%)
2nd place - $234 (25%)
3rd place - $140 (15%)
4th place - $  94 (10%)

Note that there is no monetary prize for 5th place this year.  Instead, the 5th place finisher will receive the #1 Rotation Draft pick for 2003, which in previous years had gone to the 6th place team.

Topper rights for B contract players owned at the end of the year will be distributed as follows:

1st - 4th place - No Toppers
5th - 7th place - 1 Topper each
8th - 9th place - 3 Toppers each
10th - 12th place - 2 Toppers each

Technical Difficulties

Technology is a wonderful thing - when it works.  Unfortunately, it doesn't always do what we want it to or when we want it to.  Case in point: e-mail.  We've been having problems this year with transaction e-mails sent to the rostmove@hotmail.com address either being delayed by two or more hours (and showing up well after the Noon deadline) or not showing up at all.  When messages don't show up at all, I only find out about them if people write or call to find out why their moves didn't appear in the weekly report.

When activation/reserve moves show up late, it's not a huge deal to process the transactions.  However, when bids/waiver claims are involved, it can create major headaches (for example, I process all the transactions, then someone calls the next day and says, "Hey, I should have had the winning bid on Mike Morgan.").  So here are some new guidelines for how I will handle things when e-mails that are sent prior to the Noon deadline either show up late or not at all (and I find out about them later):

In the case of reserve/activation moves, if I can verify that you mailed your message prior to Noon, I will go back and submit the moves to TQS.  Depending I when I find out and how much time I've got available, the moves may or may not appear in the weekly report.  I'm willing to cut some slack here because these types of moves typically only affect one team and do not involve the waiver wire or Free Agent Pool.  However, don't make a habit of this type of thing.  If we establish that there's a consistent problem with delivery of your e-mails, I'll have to request you switch to reporting via voice mail.

Where bids or waiver claims are involved, you're out of luck.  In other words, I must have all bids and claims by the deadline.  Whatever bids and claims I've got at Noon will be it.  I realize that messages may be delayed or routed into a black cyber-hole through no fault of your own, but there are definitely things you can do to make sure your bids count (see below).  With all the contingency bids and moves I receive with each set of transactions, things can quickly spiral out of control if I've got to go back and undo a bunch of moves and replace them with contingent moves.

In order to try to avoid potential problems, here are some practices everyone should probably start following:

E-mail your moves as early as possible.  That way, even if the message is delayed slightly there's still a chance for me to get it before I complete the reports and submit moves to TQS.  I know everyone wants to wait in case there's late-breaking news prior to Noon on Tuesday, but if you send a preliminary set of moves early, you can always change them before Noon.

In addition to sending you moves to the Hotmail address, copy them to my work address (david.mahlan@boiseoffice.com).  If there's a problem with one system, the message should still get through to the other.

I cannot check my AOL e-mail from work, but delivery of messages to AOL seems to be very consistent.  If you copy your moves to my AOL address as well (dmahlan@aol.com), it would provide good "proof" that you had sent your message prior to Noon.

If your transaction includes a waiver claim or bid, it would be a very good idea to follow your e-mail up with a phone call.  You can either call me at work (630-773-5376) tell me to check my mailbox and confirm I've received your e-mail, or call my cell phone (630-605-8711) and leave a voice mail repeating your transactions.

For my part, I will start to do the following.  At various times during Tuesday morning, I will check my e-mailboxes at work and Hotmail.  If I see a transaction message from you in either mailbox, I'll send you an e-mail from my work address confirming receipt.  This way, if it gets to be 11:45 and you haven't heard from me about the transactions you sent at 9:30, you'll know to call and leave your moves on my voice mail.  Obviously, this will only work if you've got access to your e-mail during Tuesday morning.

The vast, vast majority of e-mails seem to be delivered fine.  There have been problems from time to time though, and I'd like to avoid them as much as possible going forward.

Rock the Vote

As you may have heard, there's underground movement gathering momentum to vote a straight Minnesota-Montreal ticket on All-Star ballots this year.  The whole thing started as a means of speaking out against Evil Bud's contraction plans, but now it's come to represent a way of protesting not only against contraction, but against the whole labor situation in general.

Actually, the movement is not so underground anymore, as various media figures have come out supporting the idea, most notably Baseball Weekly's Paul White in his column last week.  See www.baseballvote.com for details.

At first, I wasn't sure how I felt about the whole thing, but the more I thought about it the more sense it made.  The All-Star balloting is really the only voice the fan has anymore.  As long as the owners can sell their luxury boxes (where the real money is at), they really don't care about individual ticket sales, so unless you're a corporation, boycotting games won't mean much.  

I certainly don't expect this movement to be successful in electing all Twins and Expos, but if players from Minnesota and Montreal finish in the top 3 or so spots at each position I think the message will get across.  Of course, if we CAN elect all Expos and Twins and Bud is forced to toss out the balloting results, so much the better.
