Documentary Update

The cameras are still rolling, so be sure to keep the documentary folks in mind for possible things they might want to capture.  In addition to any intense trade discussions, etc, a lot of what they're trying to capture now is straight video they can use for an interesting visual to go with the audio from interviews you've done.  This will allow them to create a much more interesting presentation.  

For example, in one of my interviews, I talked about how I work on CFCL stuff late at night so it doesn't impact my family life too much.  Rather than just using that segment as-is, they can start off with a shot of me talking, then while the audio continues, cut to video of me playing with the kids in the yard.  It'd make a huge difference in the viewability of the documentary.

A lot of how you're portrayed in the documentary (or whether you're portrayed at all) will depend on the material you give the producers to work with.

In general, just think about some of the things that can help build a more complete picture of you as a person. That's the great thing about working these producers - they're very respectful of you wishes and any rules you might set about what you do or don't want them to film.

Finally, the last I heard the producers might be filming at Paul's place on Friday.  If you end up stepping aside to talk trade with another owner, be sure to grab the producers so they can document the whole thing.
