Remembering Darryl Kile

I was working at Borders last Saturday morning.  After leaving, I flipped on the car radio just as Pat Hughes said, "… so today's game between the Cubs and Cardinals is cancelled."  Forgetting that the game was in Chicago, I at first suspected a rainout.  But there was something in Hughes' voice that said it was something more serious.  Before I had even gotten out of the parking lot, I had heard the tragic news of Kile's passing.

Because of recent events in my own life, my first thought was briefly of his wife and kids, and then, by association, Michelle and my own kids.  The thought of Kile leaving on a road trip, as he'd done hundreds of times before, but not coming back really struck home.  As some of you know, a couple weeks ago I was in a pretty large accident on the way to work.  The crash totaled my car, but thankfully I walked away unscathed (as did pretty much everyone else involved).  Even so, I couldn't help but think how close I had come to leaving for work that day and not coming back home.

I was still thinking about that when WGN replayed Joe Girardi's rather emotional announcement to the Wrigley Field crowd, so it was a few minutes before I started to think about the impact on the CFCL.  It was another minute or so more before I remembered that Kile had been traded to the Lambchops the previous afternoon.  As Kelly wrote on the Message Board, "Wow."

My close call, followed by the Kile story, really made me realize what a tenuous existence we lead and how quickly things can be taken away from us.  So rather than dwell on the Darryl Kile's tragic end, I spent a couple hours digging through the CFCL archives and reminiscing about how Kile touched those of us in the CFCL.

Kile had a significant CFCL career.  He was involved in eight different trades over his 13 years, including the CFCL's only 4-team deal.  He spent over half his career with two teams:  Dem Rebels, with whom he had three different tenures, and Welsch's FlatFeet, with whom he did two stints.  Though he also played for six other CFCL teams during his career, Kile was never a member of a CFCL Championship team, though he came close with the Go-Go in 2000 (3rd place).  

His trade to the league-leading Lambchops only hours before his death only serves to make his story all the sadder.  But while he was with us, Darryl Kile gave us some great experiences.

As a tribute then, here is a "summary" of Kile's CFCL career.  It starts off with a quote from Bill Mazaroski's Baseball magazine, the prime minor league scouting tool at the time.

1990
Bill Mazeroski’s Baseball, 1990:  “Scouts say he probably could be an asset in the big leagues because his fastball and slider are such dominant pitches.  His curve and change-up still need work.  Kile, 21, did walk six in one inning last season (13-7, 3.14 ERA) and the Astros want him to work at Tucson until they need a five-man rotation.  He is about the only significant pitcher in the Astros farm system who hasn’t needed surgical repair, so there is an urgency to get him out of there quick.”

Draft Day, 1990:  Drafted into Farm System by BALD EAGLES

July 17, 1990:  Traded by BALD EAGLES with Ron Jones, Barry Larkin, Eric Yelding, Mike Lavalliere, and David Cone to COPPERFIELDS for Rick Parker, Jerome Walton, Jay Bell, Keith Miller, Craig Biggio, Jeff Parrett, and Andujar Cedeno.

1991
Bill Mazeroski’s Baseball, 1991:  “He pushed too hard last spring, suffered a strained arm and spent the season (5-10, 6.64 ERA in AAA) getting back on track.  Kile, 22, has an 88-90-mph fastball that runs inside and cuts away.  His slider was an out pitch, but was putting too much strain on his elbow, so he has gone to a curve and is learning a straight change-up.  Scouts say he has potential as a #1 starter.”

Rotisserie Saves a Life

Paul forwarded me this story that appeared in the Sun-Times last week and suggested I include it in the weekly report.  It’s a great story, and in the light of the Darryl Kile tragedy, I thought it would be good to share it.  Thanks, Paul, for sending this on.

PHILADELPHIA--It was just a rotisserie league, no different than any other, but for one New Jersey resident it was a life saver.  And the player given credit for saving a life is the White Sox' Magglio Ordonez.

On Wednesday in the Sox' dugout, Ordonez was given the Port Authority pin presented to World Trade Center survivor Ernie DiFranchi as a token of thanks.  It seems the Port Authority chief technology officer was riding the train to work Sept. 11 last year, when he read that Ordonez might sit that night against the New York Yankees because of a sore hand.  So instead of joining two co-workers for their usual morning coffee, DiFranchi went straight to his 71st-floor office to log on to his computer and take Ordonez out of his rotisserie lineup. 

While making the change, the first of the two planes hit Tower 1 less than 10 floors above.  He scrambled down the stairs to safety, but his two friends were killed, DiFranchi assumes, in the elevator as they were riding up after having their coffee.  "It feels good because in a strange way, you helped save a life,'' Ordonez said. "I'm a baseball player and people like baseball, and the way he found to get out of that problem was because of baseball.  It's good.  I feel very happy for him.  It's nice to be a part of saving a life like that.''

Ordonez learned about the story Tuesday from a reporter who covers the Phillies.  A meeting between the two was set up the next day.  "It was hard to believe,'' Ordonez said.  "A guy just comes to me and said, 'Hey, you saved a life in New York.'  Then he told me the story, and it was nice.  I already called to tell my family.  It was crazy, but I really feel good for the guy.''  - Doug Padilla
