They're Still Rolling…

Speaking of the documentary crew, I hope everyone saw Brad's post to the message board last week.

For those who didn't, Brad announced that they'll be covering us for the rest of the season.  Originally, the plan was just to film up through Draft Day, but they've realized it makes a lot of sense to follow how the season unfolds, since that's all part of the story.

The expanded timeframe will also allow them to build a more complete picture of us as owners, and more importantly, as people.  

I don't want to embarrass our Producers by drawing comparisons between them and other documentary filmmakers, but I'm sure everyone in the league has heard of Ken Burns.  We, of course, know of him through his massive documentary on the history of Baseball, but I'm sure everyone has heard of (if not seen) his film on the Civil War.  One of the things that made the Civil War film so compelling was Burns' use of letters and journals written by the soldiers fighting the war and the people in their lives.  It wasn't the historical accuracy of these documents that was so important to the success of the film, but the fact that it gave viewers 130 years later something to connect with.  Guys writing to their wives about their kids, or wives writing about life back on the farm, or a father's note to his children.  These all build a picture of the participants outside the confines of the Civil War.  The details exposed in those letters and journals took those anonymous soldiers and wives and fathers who lived over a century ago and made them people we could identify with and care about.  It's those kinds of details that will make us and the CFCL interesting to viewers of this documentary.

Now, I'm not suggesting we get so intense as to start filming “Dear Diary” segments.  However, just as the mundane every day details contained in letters gave depth and a personal tint to the larger story of the Civil War, the little details of our lives can enrich the story of the CFCL and fantasy baseball.  And they can be little, little details.

Brad mentioned in his message board post that he and Nick filmed me shopping at Jazz Record Mart a couple weeks ago.  It was something I was going to do anyway, so it was no problem to contact the producers and have them film me shopping for fifteen minutes.

As Michelle has made clear on multiple occasions, NOTHING is more boring than watching me browse CDs.  However, my love of music is something that defines, even in a small part, who I am.  Hopefully that aspect of my life will make me seem a little more "complete" to viewers of the film and give them something to identify with.  

So start thinking about other aspects of your life that it would be easy for the Producers to capture.  The Producers have made it very clear that they want to respect everyone’s boundaries, so it’s important to note that these aspects don’t have to delve into your private or home life.  You might invite the Producers along next time you go golfing or to the driving range, or see if they could meet you somewhere for your lunch hour during work, or film you participating in a March of Dimes walk, or just walking the dog around the block.  The key things to remember are that 1) NOTHING is too mundane, and 2) while I'm sure the Producers would welcome the opportunity to interview family members, friends, and co-workers, what they're really hoping to do is capture an aspect of our lives outside the CFCL, which could be something as basic as driving home from work at the end of the day.  The more basic, probably the better.

If nothing else, the Producers are hoping to get a little video of us doing something.  This would just be video that they could run while using the audio from an interview, kind of as a voice-over.  It would help create a little more interesting presentation than just our talking heads for each interview.

And finally, be sure to copy the Producers on any trade-related e-mails you may be sending.  As mentioned earlier, they'd really like to document some trade discussions during the season.

NOTE:  Just because your team happens to be out of the running, don't assume the Producers wouldn't be interested in hearing from you.  How an owner handles not contending and building for next year is very much part of playing in a keeper league, and I'm sure the Producers will want to capture that aspect of the CFCL.
