IFAB Day Coming Soon

Here's an early reminder that the Interleague Free Agent Bidding (IFAB) Day is just around the corner.  Specifically, it will be Thursday August 1, the day after MLB's July 31 trading deadline.

This is a new wrinkle we added last year to address some issues concerning players who came to the NL on the date of the MLB interleague trading deadline, as well as to increase the excitement that goes along with that day.  While the players traded to the NL on July 31 last year were less than exciting (both in terms of volume and stature), the concept got rave reviews.

IFAB day is the only time during the season when free agent bidding is allowed on a non-Tuesday.  The intent is to allow CFCL teams to acquire players who come over to the NL at the trading deadline immediately, rather than waiting until the following Tuesday.

IFAB Day is the day immediately following the MLB interleague trading deadline, regardless of when it occurs.  For example, this year we'd have normal transaction day on Tuesday, and then ALSO allow bidding on free agents on Thursday (August 1) to cover all the guys who came to the NL after Noon on Tuesday.  Next year the trading deadline will fall on a Thursday (assuming it remains July 31), so we'd allow free agent bidding on that Friday.

Here are some important details about this rule:

1.  On the Interleague Free Agent Bid Day, bidding will be allowed on ALL free agents (not only those that came over from the AL in trades).  

2.  ONLY free agent bidding and associated moves (reserves, waivers) will be allowed.  You cannot make a straight reserve/activate move on IFAB Day.

3.  Any players waived on IFAB Day will remain on waivers only until Noon on the Tuesday immediately following (so in most cases the waiver period will be less than the usual week).

4.  If the MLB trade deadline falls on a Tuesday (as it did in 2001), players traded to the NL on July 31 can ONLY be bid on on the Interleague Free Agent Bid Day.  This would prevent a situation where Pedro Martinez gets traded to the Mets at 11:45 on Tuesday and is snagged for .12 by someone who's got Internet access at work.

An additional side benefit of this is that we’ll not only know ALL the players who came over from the AL, but we’ll know all the players that CFCL teams lost because they were traded to the AL.  This means we’ll know exactly how much each team has to spend in their FAAB, and any additional money that's added to the FAAB for players lost to the AL can immediately be used on players who were traded over.

If you have any questions about IFAB Day, which players are eligible for bidding when, or how the whole thing generally works, now's the time to ask.
