Trade Reminders

With the trade deadline quickly approaching, I wanted to remind everyone of a few things:

1.  In order to be official, BOTH teams participating in a trade have to report it to the Front Office.  In addition, the trade cannot go through until both teams have submitted their corresponding roster moves to pull things into alignment with positional and salary cap requirements.

2.  There’s still the Trade Market Board on the web page – whether selling or buying, send me an e-mail with what you’re looking to do.

3.  If you’re swapping e-mails regarding trades, remember to copy the Documentary Producers on your messages (fantasymlbdoc@yahoo.com).  It’ll help them stay in touch with what might be happening in the league.  Remember, they’re very interested in filming both sides of a trade being consummated.  If you think you’re getting close to making a deal, get in touch with the producers.  They’d love to be able to capture both sides of a phone conversation as a deal is made, or, better yet, capture two owners dealing face-to-face.

IFAB Day

As noted in last week’s report, IFAB Day will be Thursday, August 1.  Any players who are traded to the NL prior to Noon on Tuesday, July 30 will be eligible for bidding on that Tuesday.  Then, on August 1, ALL free agents (including anyone traded over to the NL between Tuesday and Wednesday night) will be eligible.

A very important note on players who may get traded over on Tuesday morning:  A player MUST appear on the Free Agent list at TQS in order to be bid upon.  That means that even if the Braves acquire Jim Thome at 10:30 AM Tuesday morning AND the trade is reported on the ESPN, CNN/SI, and USAToday websites, Thome is not eligible for bidding unless he is listed as a Free Agent at TQS.  If he’s not, the bidding on him will have to wait until IFAB Day.

Special Consideration:  I know not everyone can sit around their computer all morning waiting for TQS to add a player to the Free Agent Listing.  So, if a trade is reported by the major web news sources (ESPN, etc) you can submit a conditional bid stating that if TQS makes Thome available by Noon you'll bid .12 on him, or whatever.  NOTE, however, that if you do something like this you'd better make darn sure you're clear about what you'll do if the bid goes through AND what you'll do if it DOESN'T go through.
