Interesting Movement

As the Lambchops enter their 12th straight period in 1st place, it may appear they have built an insurmountable lead.  Likewise, the Copperfields might seem to be safely ensconced in 2nd ahead of the Rebels.  Even so, I’ve got to say that this is probably overall the most competitive season in CFCL history.  

I have no historical proof to back that statement up, but I’ve been around here since the beginning and I cannot remember a year in which we had so much point movement this late in the season.  During the last week alone, the gap between the Copperfields and Rebels narrowed by 6 points.  The Hard Hats increased their point total by 6 in a single week.  If you add up the absolute values of the +/- column in the overall standings for this period, it shows that there was a movement of 31 points in the standings last week.  Even better than that, if you go category-by-category, the total of points changing hands was 43 (a team may have moved up a point in one category and down in another, so that movement doesn’t show up just looking at the overall +/-).

Like I said, I didn’t have time to go back and look at the standings for Period 18 in previous years, but I’ve got to believe this kind of movement in the first week of August is pretty rare.  It’s an illustration of just how tight things are in the individual categories, which is a direct reflection of how balanced the league is becoming.

Speaking of the individual categories, we spend a lot of last season, and the majority of the off-season weighing our options in terms of changing the stat categories we use for our scoring.  We debated the merits and drawbacks of individual stats and combinations of stats and finally came up with something pretty much everyone felt would work for us.

The one thing we couldn’t really know in advance, though, was what the new categories would do to a team’s ability to move up in the standings late in the year.  Would the 5x5 setup provide more opportunity for movement or would the standings become “set” too early (especially with the addition of another percentage category)?  It appears that we have little to fear.

Checking the 5x5 standings from TQS for this period, it shows that overall there was a movement of 49 points last week (as opposed to 31 in 4x4).  Last week alone, individual teams increased or decreased by amounts such as 6.5, 6.0, 5.5, and 8.5 points.  8.5 points, in a single week!  Category-by-category, there was movement of 72 points last week.  

Again, a lot of that has to do with the addition of two categories,  And this is, of course, a little bit of a leap since teams aren’t actually trying to accrue Runs Scored, Holds, etc.  However, I think that just the fact that this type of movement late in the year is very exciting and bodes well for next season.

Old Man Rebel

That creaking you hear is the bones of our beloved Co-Commissioner, Co-Founder, and all-around good guy Rich Bentel.  The Ancient Rebel turns a whopping 36 this week and while he’s not nearly as youthful as the other Co-Commish, he’s still promising that his best years are ahead of him.

Interestingly, former Astro reliever and one-time CFCL phenom John Hudek (16 saves as a rookie in 1994) was born the same exact day as Old Man Rebel.  By the way, Rich, Hudek was retired by the age of 32.  Other players sharing Rich’s birthday:
