In Case of Strike…

The fact that the MLB Players Association did not set a strike date on Monday is certainly an encouraging sign, but the fact remains that until Bud and Donald put their signatures on a dotted line a work stoppage remains very possible.  It may seem obvious, but just so everything is out in the open, here’s how we’ll handle things should the players walk out.

In the event of a strike, lockout, or other work stoppage during the MLB season, everything will freeze as it is on the day of the strike.  No transactions will be permitted during the stoppage.  Then:

If regular season play resumes, we’ll pick up where we left off.  If the games that were not played during the stoppage are not made up after play resumes, the minimum at-bat and innings pitched requirements will be prorated based on the average number of games that were completed by NL teams.

If the remainder of the regular season is officially cancelled, the standings as they were on the day the stoppage began will be deemed final.  The minimum AB and IP requirements will be prorated based on the average number of games that were completed by NL teams.

Let’s just hope it doesn’t come to this.
