Record Book

We’ve gone almost two full years without having a new Weekly or Seasonal Record set in any category.  With as evenly matched as the teams are this year, it’s unlikely we’ll see a new record set before we move to the new categories next year.  

Tenacious B looked to be a lock to topple the Six Packs’ 3-year old record for Saves in a season (129), but they wisely traded off some of their surplus in the category.  They still might have done it, but the impending player strike makes it uncertain they’ll be able to pick up the needed 33 Saves in whatever may be left of the season.

DRAFT DAY, 2003

The uncertainty about the labor situation makes it rather absurd to try to make any definite plans for next year.  An MLB schedule won’t be released until the contraction issue is settled, and if the season ends without a deal being made it grows more likely that a work stoppage will carry over into next season.

Even so, it would be nice if we could avoid the scheduling shenanigans that we went through with this year’s Draft, so I’ll point out the following:

Passover is scheduled for April 17 and Easter is set for April 20 next year, which means that unless there’s a lockout/strike that delays the start of the 2003 season, we shouldn’t run into holiday conflicts.

As always, we will aim to draft on the weekend BEFORE Opening Day (probably Sunday).  I think everyone would agree that drafting two weeks before the 2002 season started wasn’t the optimal way to go (just as the Ruffins, who traded for the #1 Rotation Draft pick only to see Mark Prior remain on the Cubs spring training roster until a day or two after the Draft).  And we all know the issues involved with drafting after the season starts.

Assuming that the owners and players get their business sorted out and the 2003 schedule ends up being similar to those in recent years, I’d guess that we’ll be targeting March 29-30 for Draft Day.  I’m not going to put that in bold green type yet because there’s too much that can change between now and then, but keep it in the back of your mind.
