End of Season Business

As the 2002 season’s days dwindle down to a precious few, it’s time to start preparing for some of the things that happen once the season is over.  This includes:

Awards Banquet – we need to start choosing a date and location for this year’s banquet.  I think the best way to go about it is to find a date that works best for the largest number of owners (with preference given to dates that anticipated Champions Eric and John can attend), and then select a location by trying to find something central to all the owners who can make that date.  If you already know of weekend dates in October when you won’t be available, let me know.

Awards Voting – before we can hand out awards at a banquet, of course, we’ve got to actually hold the voting for those awards.  I’ll be putting a ballot together in the next few weeks, but it’s not too early to start giving it some thought – especially for the write-in categories (MVP, Cy Young, etc.).  On our trip to Milwaukee this weekend Matt and I were actually talking about this and we thought it might be fun to have some discussion about the various candidates on the Message Board prior to voting – keep an eye out.

Winter Waivers –sometime shortly after the season ends, all CFCL rosters must be reduced to 23 players (including both major league and minor league players).  We typically try to have the first round of Winter Waivers completed by the date of the Awards Banquet since trading can’t begin again until after the first round of waivers is complete.  I’ll be announcing the deadline for submitting cuts soon, but in the meantime it wouldn’t hurt to start thinking about which 23 players you want to keep.  Remember – players on B contracts are automatically released the day after the season ends.

2003 – finally, as we ask at the end of every season, we’d like confirmation as to whether you plan to be back for next season.  If you’re not planning on returning, please let us know so we can start the search for a replacement as soon as possible.

Transaction Reporting

This is also the time of year when we start to contemplate changes we may want to make for the following season.  Here’s one I’d like to toss out for some thought: how would you feel about changing the day and/or time of the weekly transaction reporting deadline?

The deadline has been Noon on Tuesday almost since the very beginning, but that was only because the weekly NL stats printed in USA Today were updated through Monday’s games.  Having the transactions be effective on Tuesday made the most sense for working with the USA Today stats.  Now that we’ve got a stat service, though, our transactions can be effective any day of the week, which means our transaction deadline can be any day of the week.

Speaking from a strictly selfish point of view, I don’t think I’d mind if we moved the transaction deadline to Noon on Saturday.  As you all know, my employer has made the Tuesday deadline increasingly difficult to work with:  first by restricting access to my AOL e-mail address, then with the unreliability of their e-mail system, and finally by blocking access to TQS as well as all the baseball news sources I used to verify that transactions are valid.  

Moving the deadline to Saturday would free me from those restraints, plus it won’t matter so much if I stay up late the night before to do advance work on the report.  On the other hand, Saturdays can be busy in their own right, so I’m not sure that I’d actually be gaining anything by such a move.

I imagine that a Saturday deadline would make it easier for more people to get the latest news before making their moves.  While some owners have access to the Internet at work, others do not.  I believe that everyone has access at home though.  On the other hand, I know that there are a couple of us who work on Saturdays and even for those who don’t, Saturdays in the summer can be pretty busy.

Give it some thought, though, and I will too.
