Winter Meat Market

The completion of the first phase of Winter Waivers officially begins the winter trading period.  Starting now, you can make trades without restrictions.  This trading period lasts until Roster Freeze Day, a week or so before Draft Day 2003. 

Draft Day 2003

Opening Day next year is currently scheduled for March 31.  That means our target weekend for Draft Day would be March 29 - 30.  Please keep these dates in mind during the off-season.  I'll keep reminders in the reports as I send them out during the winter and we'll try to narrow in on a specific day as Spring Training approaches.

Inside the Numbers

In the past couple reports, I printed the results of the 2002 End of Season Opinion Survey.  I didn’t do any real analysis of the results because I figured we’d dissect them this off-season.  In fact, to start the ball rolling, maybe start a thread on the Message Board when I get the chance.

In the meantime, there was one thing that jumped out at me in the survey results concerning the Draft:

One question asked “On average, what is a reasonable length of time to allow for the acquisition of a single player (from the time on player is nominated until the next player is nominated)?”  The average response to this was 4 minutes.  Overall, 5 voters felt that it was reasonable for the average time for one player to be 4 minutes or more, while 4 voters felt it should be 3 minutes or less.  Four voters responded that it should take “as long as it takes.”  So in essence 9 people felt an average per-player time of 4+ minutes was fine as opposed to 4 people who felt it should be less than that.

I think that’s interesting because in last year’s draft, we averaged only 3 minutes per player.  So based on most people’s expectations, the time we spend per player is actually quite good.  It may lend credence to the thought that the main contributor to the length of the Draft is simply the number of players we need to acquire over the course of the day.

It may also indicate that concerns about the length of the Draft have more to do with pace and perception than actual time elapsed.  Apparently 4 minutes per player sounds reasonable, but if most of the bidding on the player takes place within a minute and a half, and two and a half minutes are taken up by two people who hem and haw about whether to raise the bid each time, those 4 minutes are going to seem a lot longer than they actually are.
