Greater Fredericksburg Habitat for
Humanity is an ecumenical Christian-
based organization that works with
families in the Counties of Spotsylvania
and Stafford and the City of
Fredericksburg to build modest homes
at no profit for qualified applicants.

Potential homeowners must complete
fifty (50) hours of volunteer work with
Habitat to qualify as a homeowner
applicant and an additional 450 hours
before they purchase and move into
their home with an interest-free
mortgage. The mortgage is based upon
the average cost of construction plus
land, insurance and taxes.

The Fredericksburg affiliate has
completed eight homes thru 2003 in
five different locations. We are trying
to obtain more building locations in the
two counties in order to house the
many local families in need of adequate
housing.

Just as Jesus exemplified while here on earth,
this ministry looks at a family’s current desire
to change their circumstances. Itis truly a joy
to work with them as they move from inad-
equate housing to the ownership of a simple,
decent place to live and call their own.
