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International Baccalaureate MYP

The Spanish curriculum follows the criteria established for Spanish I at the high school level in the Corona-Norco Unified School District.  The objectives, based on national standards, include the acquisition of basic speaking, writing and reading skills.  Vocabulary development, construction of simple passages using the present tense primarily and an understanding of cultural traits unique to Spanish-speaking countries are emphasized.  In accordance with the International Baccalaureate Program, there will be integration of fine arts and technology curricula as well as other subject areas.  Additionally, the Areas of Interaction (AoI’s – the guiding force in the IB Program) will be themes interwoven throughout the curriculum.  With the use of these AoI’s, the curriculum takes on the global nature of the IB Program with a focus on real-world issues.  Application of knowledge with analysis, evaluation and reflection gives the program its unique identity.

Resources

The primary textbook is ¡Dime!,  published by D.C. Heath and Company.  Other resources include audiocassette programs, videotapes, activities from other paper resources, computer software programs and the Internet.

Grades

Graded work includes worksheets, skits, research and cultural projects, oral recitations, quizzes, paper tests and a variety of performance assessments.  All work is graded to a 100% scale.  However, some projects requiring more time and effort carry more weight.

Grades will be posted in the classroom starting the second week of school and will be updated on a weekly basis.  Students will know their grade averages at all times as well as any missing assignments.

Late work will be accepted only with a Late Work Form, which requires a parent/guardian signature, and will be subject to a 50% grade reduction.  (Work made up from an absence will receive full credit if turned in within the grace period, which is within as many days as the student is absent.  No form is required for this work.)

Grades will be earned by the student according to the following scale:
