In 1939, one of out of six American was out of work and three years later we were in the greatest war in history and we were living better than ever before. When the United States bought Alaska from Russia in 1867, many were outraged by the fact that they decided to save the land from industry and that they even bought it. Many of the minerals and material goods that American needs were in this land were being considered as wildlife reserve. The Alaska Lands Act was passed by the House of Representatives in 1979, passed by the senate in 1980 and signed by the president carter. He doubled the national park system, doubled the nation's wilderness area, doubled our wildlife refugees, and closed the door on mineral development in this area. The true economic cost of this act is based on the resources such as minerals, oil, chromium, which we decided not to develop that is still under that permafrost. 

Then the great depression brought this country to its knees, a nation which was thought to have been a country with bountiful, improvised and wealthy. When the United States went into war in 1939, many of the men left leaving woman, young men, and old people to work at the factories. Many of the Americans accepted this as normal as possible. Many blamed the opposing enemies over seas. After ten years of depression, still one out of six Americas remained unemployed. Many factories closed their doors and it took the world-wide explosion to relieve this tight circle. USA decided that they would stay out of this but their allies needed their help. The American steel industry during the depression was only working at 20% capacity and thanks to the war, in 1940; the factories were working over time and the war needed to start building new factories and thus this brought on more jobs and begin ending the depression. This was an explosive time of economics growth. Everybody work that could. Wives and woman including young children and older men stayed behind and full employment was in store. Then the demand of consumer goods came and we had to decide whether we wanted out butter or guns. Many accepted the fact of the hardships and saw this as necessary. By 1945, American confounded its enemies and amazed the world by mobilizing resources we barely understood we had back in 1939. Our ability to use these resources quickly and skillfully mobilize them brought finally military victory and economic growth. 

During that, many were getting a disease called brown lung disease. When OSHA was created, many of the textile industry were angry because it would cost thousands of dollars. So they thought they'd just buy face masks and save everyone money. OSHA did not buy that. Industry claimed that the new regulations would require them to spend 2 billion dollars and that they could achieve the same results by spending $1.40 on face masks per employee. Then the industry sued OSHA and asked them how much does a life cost? In June 1981, the Supreme Court agreed with the union and that it should be considered first then the price. By 1985, the industry put in the new equipment was placed and brown lung disease had vanished and more than 300,000 jobs were lost in the process. In the end society made the choice to side with society and in the end the industry completely destroyed the lung disease and lost about 300,000 employees with it. Finally, it’s all up to our choice because some one has to win and lose; rarely can we get what we want.
