The Madrid Bombing Case





- A Must Reading -





In the aftermath of the March 11, 2004 train bombing in Madrid, Spain, personnel from the FBI Latent Print Unit performed a fingerprint analysis and reported an individualization of a latent print with a candidate print from an Integrated Automated Fingerprint Identification (IAFIS) search. It was subsequently determined that the individualization was in error, and the latent print was ultimately identified to another individual.





Read the entire report, which outlines corrective actions the FBI Laboratory implemented upon recognizing the error, and significant events surrounding the FBI's fingerprint investigation.  Included is a synopsis of the comments by an international committee regarding the erroneous fingerprint conclusion.
