Ann received a thank you letter from Ryerson for scholarship money which they had received several years ago.  Ann passed the letter on to Janny.  It was noted that the Scholarship Committee works independently of the executive and communication should be done through the vice president.

It was felt that the honourarium we pay our speakers should be raised to at least $100.  This will be discussed at our April full executive meeting.  Ann will continue to juggle budget numbers and will present another draft at the full executive meeting in April.  The budget will be emailed to members before our AGM.  Approval for the budget will take place at the AGM on May 12.
PAST PRESIDENT’S REMARKS 

The vote to change our constitution regarding the criteria for membership will take place at the March 10 general meeting.  Parts a, b, and c will be voted on separately.
Our revised constitution will be approved at the AGM in May.
We discussed a proposal that an advocacy representative be part of our executive.  Our representatives on the Ontario Council Standing Committees have been involved with advocacy issues and there has been some discussion in the Current Issues group about  becoming more active in this regard.  The size of the executive is another consideration.  Further discussion will take place at the core executive meeting in May.
OTHER BUSINESS

Janny will ask for volunteers to present each of the five resolutions that have been put forward this year.  Discussion will take place on March 16 at 7 p.m.at Janny’s
