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My History teacher said, in the Civil War, many soldiers who lived
threw the battles dyed later of there wounds. He said that at the Battle
of Sharpsburg near antietam creek in Maryland, more than 5,000 soldiers
were slayed between sunrise and sunset.. It was the bloodiest battlé of
the Civil War, leaving an additional 19,000 men wounded. Three thousand
of these died latter of their wounds. Medical science had not unfortunately

progressed to the point where it could save many of the wounded.
