[image: image1.wmf]4 Types of Writing
expository-gives information or explains  

· inform, explain, clarify, define, or instruct 

· focus on one topic

· give facts

· use many examples

descriptive-describes a person, place, or thing so that the reader can visualize the topic
· create an overall feeling

· use sensory detail

· use figurative language (similes, metaphors, personification)

· use vivid verbs, adjectives, and adverbs to SHOW not tell

narrative-tells the story of an experience or event

· events are in a clear, chronological order

· reveals something important, defined at the beginning 

persuasive-gives an opinion and tries to convince the reader that this point of view is the best one

· state your opinion

· present facts

· support with statistics, quotes, or examples
