This cucial experience allowed me to launch a computer consulting career.

I formed a doing business as (DBA McGinnis Professional Services) to do some moonlighting and consulting and turned it into a full time endevour.  I got a $1,000 microbusiness loan from Accion Texas which really got me going.  I programmed a  Subcontractor Bid Tracking System, Craftsman Fax List, created a database of Bexar County lawyers addresses and phone numbers, a Licensure Tracking System and other projects until I landed a great career opportunity outside of south Texas in Chicago programming in Omnis working on a Credit Approval System for Harris Bank.

While in Chicago I chose to incorporate my firm Amerimart, Inc. so that I would be able to do projects which required or requested business to business work and got the necessary general liability insurance.  My clients after Harris Bank became other big businesses.  Northern Telecom (Nortel Networks) in Ft. Lauderdale, Florida  needed a project transition from WHIP to Quotemaster; DuPont Automotive in Detroit, Michigan 

had a SAP ABAP/4 implementation; I returned to Texas and worked several projects including work for Hoovers.com, Apple Computer and Harte-Hanks;  Disney Studios in Burbank, CA needed work on the NTV Deal Tracker program;  Banta in Boston needed rescue from a poorly written poorly documented Centrus Lite program; and finally I moved to Phoenix to work for Motorola on the PMSite facilites preventive maintenance database.

Currently I have moved to New York, the tri-state area, and Amerimart consultants work on several projects for several clients, both in NYC and internationally.
