          Motorola To Begin New Development Phase

       At Its MOS 12 Wafer Fab in Chandler, Arizona

Phoenix, AZ -- May 27, 1999 -- Motorola announced today that it would

begin the next phase for its MOS 12 silicon wafer fabrication facility

in Chandler, Arizona with the completion of the interior of the East Fab

portion of the building. This next phase will invest about $40 million

into the building and is part of the original $1.1 billion expansion

plan announced in October 1997.

The new phase follows the initial stage of construction which involved

the build out, infrastructure improvements and installation of several

process tools in the South Fab portion of the building. The additional

space is needed due to continued strong demand for the advanced

technology integrated circuits being produced in MOS 12. Products now

being processed include advanced embedded microcontrollers for cellular

and communications networks and various automotive applications such as

power train (engine/transmission), braking, suspension, environmental,

safety and entertainment systems.

"This expansion plan underscores the Sector's strategy to focus on

advanced technology, high value added DigitalDNA(tm) embedded solutions

for our customers," said Hector de J. Ruiz, Ph.D., President of the

Semiconductor Products Sector.  "Our continuing investment in the

Chandler facility is our largest, most important capital expenditure

anywhere in the world."

Work on the new phase will begin within the next few weeks and is

scheduled for completion during the first quarter of 2000.  It will

complete an additional 100,000 square feet of cleanroom space for wafer

fabrication and testing activities.

Motorola has previously noted that the expansion of the MOS 12 facility

would create some 400 to 500 new jobs at the Chandler site over the five

year span of the project. Some staffing will be handled through internal

transfers of present employees located at other Motorola sites, with the

balance coming from new hires.

"Motorola continues to be a strong economic engine for the Chandler

community," said Chandler Mayor Jay Tibshraeny. "We applaud the success

they are having in the marketplace that allows such an expansion to take

place."

The expansion project has already created some 60 new jobs and is

expected to add 60 more over the balance of this year as space completed

earlier goes into production. Motorola has invested more than $375

million in construction and facilitization since the MOS 12 expansion

program was started. It expects to spend an additional $90 million

during 1999.

"This is part of the ongoing investment Motorola expects to make in the

Phoenix area," Ruiz noted.  "The Chandler facility will become a center

of excellence for some of our most advanced microcontroller products."
