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Wasted Water

By Nancy Leber

How are taking a bath, washing clothes, shaving, and sprinkling a lawn alike? They all use water…lots of it! Did you know that by turning off the water while doing some of these chores, your home can save as much as 20,000 gallons of water a year?

When water is running, three to five gallons are used each minute. How can water be saved? You use two to five gallons of water if it is left running while you brush your teeth. But if you just use water to wet your toothbrush and then to rinse it, only a half-gallon is used.  Think about how long it takes to wash the dinner dishes by hand. Try filling a sink with some water and turning off the tap. Washing all the

dishes in the same water saves about 20 gallons each time you wash.

Washing a car with a hose uses about 150 gallons of water. Some people take their cars to a car wash. A water-saving way to wash a car is with a pail of water and a sponge. This will save over 100 gallons of water for each wash.
