Current:  It is the flow of electrons through a substance.

Unit:  Ampere, coulombs/second

Electrical Potential: The work done to charge a body is called electric potential.

Resistance: The property of the substance to oppose the flow of electrons through it.

Unit: ohms

Ohms Law:  The potential difference across two points of a substance is directly proportional to the current flowing between them provided the temperature remains constant.
