Sir,

We thank your goodselves for , at last, after about 15 years since advt. release, fixing the

 final cost of the plots in KPHB XV Phase. As per the advt., the HIG plot cost was Rs. 90,000 tentatively. Later, it was revised to two lacs sixty thousand and odd amount. We readily complied and paid the difference amount on account of enhancement since we held the credibility towards APHB that it, being a public-friendly government organization, will fix the final cost only reasonably within the reach of the general public who applied. Now, the final cost fixation value came like a bolt from the blue in a way hitting and as a big blow to the applicants, the general public.

Needless to say, there is enormous, out of proportions hike in final cost fixation. We, the

 general, ordinary public applicants are not able to digest the injustice since the final cost fixation came after a prolonged, tiring, inordinate delay that too contrary to our expectations and we are not able to bear the heavy burden imposed on us. We are salaried class or/and people of middle class. If the final cost were fixed much earlier, perhaps, this out of proportions final cost would not be like this so high. We stood by the test of time AP Housing Board has subjected us to. We waited for about fifteen years patiently. This prolonged, too much inordinate delay is historic in APHB services to the general public. Kindly reconsider the situation, understand the injustice meted out to us and refix the final cost to 50% of the present final cost fixation amount please.



With such enormous difference in the final cost fixed, we feel as if we are out of world to avail ourselves of the opportunity after the long time test of waiting, patience and hope. In view of the extraordinarily inordinate delay in final cost fixation which we have borne, we feel sorry for it that it is this delay that led to much hike and not your goodselves were the cause of it and that your goodselves will bear this delay in mind and allay our fears and redress our grievances w.r.t. the final cost fixation. Kindly reconsider the issue for redressal of our grievances and refix the final cost to 50 % of the present final cost fixation amount please.



Consequent upon the exorbitantly highly fixed final cost, we will only turn impecunious or insolvent not able to eke out a living since we have to pay huge interest amounts to banks towards clearing the loan amounts.  If at least the constructed houses were given and not open plots, it would be soothing since we could save some house rent. However, that is not the case. This is as if we are thrown out to cross roads and we are not able to face the threats of debts and the consequent interests we have to pay in view of the exorbitant final cost price fixed. We humbly request your goodselves to reconsider the final cost and refix it to 50% of the present final cost for redressal of our grievances and fears. For such an act of kindness of you, we shall ever be remembering of and grateful to you, Sir, for the consolations in the form of favorable refixations that keep in us the regard we bestowed on the Board as a govt., public-friendly organization. We solicit that you consider as soon as possible and we await favorable decision well in time.
