	“Performance Trainer” on NDTV said that Abhinav Bindra, the Olympic gold medalist 2008 in Beijing, underwent attention-focus training by means of a ---to use his words—“biofeedback instrument” that digitally showed the degree of focus. 
The founders of biofeedback were Neal Miller and Kamiya in early seventees who worked on operant conditioning of visceral responses. Neal Miller (I was in his workshop that he gave in Prof. J. Wolpe’s BT conference of Temple University Medical School) made a statement that has great potential. He said that sky was the limit. You can condition any response, be it visceral or endocrinal, by feedback and only the engineering aspect of arranging for feedback is the sole limiting factor. I remember a paper published in JABA in which HCl in the stomach was operantly conditioned using telemetry. By the by, JABA is Journal of Applied Behavioral Analysis.
