PERSONALITY is the dynamic organization with in the individual of those psychophysical systems that determine his characteristic behavior and thought.  ---- GORDON ALLPORT
PSYCHOLOGICAL SYSTEMS – Indicates unity of mind & body. Personality is neither extensively mental nor extensively needful . The organization infact,the operation  of both body & mind, inextricably fused  into a personal unit.
“SYSTEM” – All the aspects of personality that were of interest to Allport (Trait) involve a series of elements that interact with one another. These interactions from systems.
TRAIT - A neuropsychic structure having the capacity to render many stimuli functionally equivalent and to initiate and guide equivalent (meaningfully constant) forms of adaptive and expressive behavior.

~ predisposes the person both to perceive various stimuli as having similar meaning and to respond to such stimuli with behavior that are similar. 
Eg:   optimism , aggressiveness , hostility , extraversion , sociability 

~ is intend from “the repeated occurrence of acts that have the same significance following a definable range of stimuli  having the same personal significance.

 repeated sarcastic remarks -trait of hostility

ATTITUDES - An associations between attitude objects(virtually any aspect of the social world)
and evaluations of those objects.

Lasting evaluations of several aspects of the social world -  evaluations that are stored in memory.
ATTITUDES - Often function as schemes – cognitive frameworks that hold & organize info about specific concept, situation or event.
COGNITIVE DISSONANCE – how we sometimes change our own attitudes
ATTITUDE 
– A mental and neural state of readiness organized through experience exerting a directive or dynamic influence upon the individuals response to objects  &  sections with  which
he is related   ----ALLPORT
-A state of readiness for motive arousal    ---NEW COMB
-An effect  for or against a psychological object     --THURSTONE
