Cheerbooster Emergency Funds

The Cheerbooster Emergency Fund has been established as an emergency source of funding for current members of Florida Top Dog AllStars, Suncoast Allstars or Cheerbooster members who are suffering from temporary financial distress.

Application for funds must be made by a current Cheerbooster member in good standing, or by a gym owner who may be aware of a need.  ANY current member of Top Dog,  Suncoast or Cheerboosters is eligible to receive funding, regardless of whether or not they are a member of Cheerboosters.  


A maximum one time per application payout of up to $500.00 will be disbursed based on availability of funds and applicable need.  Funds may not be used to pay for tryouts or ongoing monthly dues or fees.

Cheerbooster Treasurer and cheerleader’s gym will be contacted to verify applicant’s need. 

All applications will be reviewed and approved/denied by the emergency fund committee and Cheerbooster board.  

Checks will be made payable to the appropriate gym upon verification of need and documentation of expenses paid out (if cheerbooster member).
Specific Cheerbooster Member Info

Cheerboosters was originally established to pay cheerleading expenses only.  As the program evolved, the expansion of additional sports and/or additional children who were not participating in cheerleading programs was added.  However, it is the position of the emergency fund committee that other sports activities should be paid after cheerleading expenses and NO emergency funds will be paid out if cheerleading expenses were not met solely due to payment of other sports.  Therefore, the emergency fund committee will be provided with a treasurer’s report of the cheerbooster’s disbursement of funds if the applicant is a cheerbooster member.  


In an effort to maintain the ability of the Emergency funds to meet the needs of those who may require assistance, the Board will evaluate the financial status of the  Cheerbooster general fund on a quarterly basis.  If funds are found to be sufficient after expenses have been paid, the board may make a donation to the Emergency fund equal to up to 10% of the general fund.
