These were received from Parish Councillors Peirson and Hall.

Previous minutes
The Chairman read out the minutes from the Annual Parish Meeting held on 12th April 2005 and it was agreed that they should be accepted as a complete record.

They were unable to attend

4. Lane and Pit Lettings

For the verges on Etton Road Cllr Kemp bid £5.50 and this was accepted.

For the shooting rights on Highgate Tip Cllr Neighbour bid £5 and this was accepted.

5. Allotment Report
The clerk reported that there were some plots available on the Bishop Burton Road site.

6. Election of up to 5 people to the Sportsfield Management Committee

The following 5 people were elected unopposed –

7. Election to the Christmas Lights Committee

The following people were elected –

8. Chairman’s Report
The Chairman began by thanking the Parish Councillors and Clerk as well as the ERYC Councillors for their help and support over the past year.

New Playground Equipment

The Playground Committee were congratulated on their fundraising efforts as the new playground is now open.
New Village Policeman

PC Chris Hughes will be taking over the responsibility for the village.

Highways

The Streetscene initiative from ERYC had been in the village undertaking various repairs and improvements and they were looking into the cause of the flooding on Etton Road.

They will also take on the planting of the Canada Drive area.

White lines outside residences beside Church

These are used to discourage parking outside driveways to allow residents access.  In the past the ERYC had not charged for this service, but it would now cost £50.

Vandalism

This appears to have decreased recently.

Bishop Burton Road

There had been a continuing campaign to improve safety along the road, especially on the bends at the back of Bishop Burton College.

The village sign had been demolished but was to be re-instated.

A resident suggested a bark path along the road to improve safety and it was agreed to write to ERYC, although attempts in the past had been refused on cost grounds.
9. Parish Council Accounts

These were presented in the usual way and it was indicated that they would be audited by District Audit shortly.

10. Sportsfield Management Accounts

The Treasurer presented these.

11. Cherry Burton Relief in Need Charity

No grants had been made this year.

12. Other Village Matters

50 mph limit on B1248 
The Chairman indicated that the Parish Council had tried to have this reduced to 40 mph but this had been refused.

A resident asked why the speed limit when entering the village had been reduced to 30mph.  The Chairman replied that the Parish Council had not been consulted and he was advised to contact ERYC.
The resident also asked why the area did not have kerbing to prevent it being churned up.  The Chairman replied that the Parish Council had suggested this to ERYC but this could not be done in the near future because of cost issues.

Cycleway to Beverley

A resident brought up the very poor condition of the track on either side of the Dog Kennel Lane Roundabout.  The Chairman replied that this was the subject on ongoing discussion with ERYC and that there should be some improvement in the near future.

Parking outside the Church

A resident suggested that the path opposite the Church could be turned into a car parking area when needed.  It was agreed to discuss the proposal at the next Parish Council meeting.

Seat on Etton Road

A resident commented that the seat was not being used because of its location.  The Chairman highlighted the problems in finding a suitable site and contractor initially and that moving it would involve funding implications.
The meeting ended at 8.35 pm.
