Apologies for absence


These were received from Mrs Clarke.

2.
Previous minutes

The Chairman read out the minutes from the Annual Parish Meeting held on 4th April 2006 and it was agreed that they should be accepted as a complete record.

3.
Report from East Riding Of Yorkshire Councillors

Cllr Peacock updated the meeting on various developments.


Cycle track on B1248 – work should begin shortly.


Speed limit on B1248 – the 50mph limit seems to be working and although there had been suggestions that it should be lowered to 40mph - this would have caused problems with enforcement.


The 20mph limit outside the school seems to be effective.


Play Area – this was a great success and ERYC had contributed to the funding.

The flooding outside the Church seems to have improved following the work on the drains.


Kerbing at entrance to village – a resident had commented that the entrance area looked untidy and the verges were being churned up by vehicles. Cllr Peacock replied that kerbing could look out of place in a rural area.


The Chairman asked the meeting for a show of hands in favour of kerbing and it was 50:50. To be discussed at the next Parish Council meeting.

Cllr Peacock suggested that the junction could be splayed to allow vehicles to turn left out of the village without going over the verge.


A resident asked about the possibility of part-time traffic lights at the junction but Cllr Peacock replied that this is not advisable with a 50mph limit.

Lane and Pit lettings.


For the verges on Etton Road Mrs Kemp bid £5.50 and this was accepted.


For the shooting rights on Highgate Tip Cllr Neighbour bid £5 and this was accepted.

The Clerk reported that all the plots were currently let.

Chairman’s Report
The Chairman began by thanking the Parish Councillors and Clerk as well as the ERY Councillors for their help and support over the past year.


Streetscene 

This initiative from ERYC continues to be very useful, with regular meetings and any problems flagged up being dealt with very promptly.


Road at back of Bishop Burton College


The condition of the road was being monitored by ERYC.


Fence next to Play Area


This had been damaged by a vehicle and had been repaired by Streetscene.


There had been no prosecutions.


Stone entrance sign on Bishop Burton Road


This had been demolished by a tractor and has since been rebuilt.


Cycle track to Beverley


There had been meetings with representatives from ERYC and the Parish Council and it was agreed that the condition was not acceptable.


ERYC had written to confirm that the section from the crossroads to the roundabout would be upgraded first in 2007/08 financial year and there would be extra signage and markings.


Sportsfield and Village Hall


There was currently an initiative to try and improve the facilities in the Village and Cllr Lindsey would update the meeting shortly.


Pond


Cllr Morton is still negotiating with Huw Roberts from the Environment Agency as to the way ahead with the pond.  Current thinking was not to remove the silt, but to treat it instead.


Footpaths

Ros Stanley and Ian Hargreaves were thanked for their involvement in trying to improve the situation regarding the footpaths in the village.


Play Equipment


This had been a great success, although one resident had complained that the colours were too gaudy.

Crossroads


The Parish Council are continuing to press for improvements at the junction.


Pavement on Highgate


ERYC had tried to purchase the piece of land next to the road to allow the road to be widened and put a path in to improve pedestrian safety.  This had not been successful.

9.
Parish Council Accounts
These were presented in the usual way and it was indicated that they would be audited by District Audit shortly.

10.
Sportsfield Management Accounts
The Treasurer presented these.

11.
Cherry Burton Relief in Need Charity
No grants had been made in this year.

12.
Other Village Matters

Bishop Burton Road

A resident asked about a footpath on the Bishop Burton Road for the college students and other pedestrians.  If this was not possible, then could a sign warning of pedestrians be erected?  It was agreed to look into this.


Pond

Another resident asked if the improvements to the pond banks would be going ahead and Cllr Morton outlined the proposed work.

Parking in the Village

A resident was concerned about vehicles that park outside his property and cause a potential obstruction.  It was suggested that he contact the police.

Path across Village Green

The uneven condition of the path and poor lighting were highlighted and it was agreed to point this out to Streetscene.  The condition of the bank on Main Street from the pub to the Village also was causing some concern, as well as the corner of Etton Road where the new houses have been built. These will be reported.
Facilities for teenagers.

Cllr Peirson outlined the work of the Youth Project at the Church.  It has attracted a large number of teenagers to the clubs but it is costing about £1000 per month to run.  He asked if there was support to give a regular donation from the Parish Council.  This was agreed.
Village Plan

Cllr Lindsey outlined the two major initiatives currently underway.

The Village Plan is being formulated and residents are being asked what they would like the village to become.  There was to be a large scale plan at the Village Show to try and get support from the residents, and volunteers were requested to help with the survey.

The other initiative is to replace the Village Hall and Sports Pavilion, both of which are in a poor state of repair.

Planning application at Burton Mount.

A resident asked about the application to put a retail outlet at Burton Mount.  Cllr Horsford confirmed that the Parish Council had objected to the application and the resident read out her letter of objection.  She also asked about the possibility of street lights at the crossroads, but this did not receive any support.
The meeting ended at 8.50pm.
