1. Introduction 

On behalf of the Sports Field Management Committee Andy Lindsay welcomed the various representatives to the meeting. The purpose of the meeting was to inform village groups of the current situation regarding the village hall and the sports field and to describe the preliminary proposals for developing the sports field. It was hoped that those present would express their support for the proposals to enable the Committee to continue with its plans. 

2. The Present Situation 

The Village Hall in its present form dates from the 1 920s and until recently had been managed by the Church. A trust comprising some of the users now administers the hall on behalf of the village. Although well used by several village groups the hall no longer met the needs of the users nor did it meet required standards in terms of utilities and changing facilities whilst access was a problem. If the hall were to continue as a venue a considerable amount of money would be needed to upgrade its facilities. Grant aid might be available for some of the work. but there would be a significant shortfall. 

Ownership of the sports field belongs to the East Riding of Yorkshire Council who lease the land to the parish council who appoint the Sports Field Management Committee comprising parish councillors and users to carry out the day to day operation of the site. The pavilion dates from 1985 and part of the building is owned by the Baden Powell organisation. Within the past year the electrical installation has been overhauled at considerable cost to meet present legislative requirements and security has been improved. Additional expenditure is now needed on the pavilion fabric, root: toilet and plumbing installations. Changing facilities no longer meet today's needs nor the requirements of some local leagues. The field and pavilion are used extensively and there is a shortage of space fur matches and practice sessions. 

The Sports Field Management Committee wish to provide an all-weather multipurpose sports area suitable for football, cricket, basketball, netball and other sports. It is also looking at the whole site to see how current use could be extended. These developments will impact on the facilities inside the pavilion, particularly the inadequate changing areas which would need to be extended. The time seemed opportune to consider the need for a new building. 

Discussions have been held regarding possible funding sources but no decision has been taken. There are several legal and planning hurdles to be negotiated and, before proceeding further, it was decided to consult, in the first instance, with village organisations to discover their views and to ask them to consider what use they might make of the new building and what facilities they might require. Arrangements are in hand for committee members to visit places where recent development has taken place to gather information about how they were managed. 

At this stage no decisions have been taken regarding the location of the multipurpose area or the new building. However, the Committee intend to move quickly as one possible funding stream has a deadline for outline schemes to be submitted by 3 1 March 2007. 

It seemed to both committees that there were two options; for each organisation to go their separate ways (with the Sports Field the more likely to obtain significant funding) or for both to combine to provide a single facility that met current and future village needs. Both committees had met to discuss the situation and had concluded that the combination of expertise and resources was the only way forward. 

3. General Discussions 

Those present were in favour of the creation of a single facility although there were concerns about parking (already a problem at both locations) and the Committee undertook to look at this. Other concerns covered the actual siting of the building and whether there would be sufficient land available to enable the proposals to proceed. It was considered essential that the legal issues be resolved to enable the project to proceed. 

The possible sale of the village hall was raised by some of those present. Both committees had discussed this and whilst this was not at present a part of the proposals it was possible that this might be part of the solution in the future. Should this occur the whole village would be given the chance to vote on the proposal. 

4 Next Steps 

Each organisation is asked to consider the initial proposals and to decide:- 

· Whether or not they can support the proposals, in principle 

· What use they might make of the building and field 

· What facilities they would want to be provided
