MEETING WITH HWCC REPRESENTATIVES 30 OCTOBER 2006

06.10.11 Introduction

·  AL briefed HWCC reps about the objectives of the later meeting with village organisations

· He hoped that some clear choices of action would emerge from that meeting so that work on the village plan and the sports field developments could be accelerated

· This meeting was called to provide SFMC members with prior knowledge of what might be raised at the meeting so that any difficulties could be resolved

06.10.12 Funding Streams

· GB circulated a paper giving details of various grant schemes for SFMC to consider

· MK stated that there were few opportunities for large projects at present and that several schemes were oversubscribed – all funding streams were becoming increasingly competitive and the East Riding had not fared well with some grants (no WREN grants at all)

· Mk also mentioned the Public Works Loan Board which provided loans over a long period around fifty years – Swanland Village Hall a good example of this £85,000 obtained

· RG also stated that we should contact ERYC about possible section 106 funding

· GB said that all options should be considered and that a mix of grant aid should not be ruled out. 

06.10.13 Legal Matters

· GB had examined the situation regarding the village hall and sports field and circulated his report

· This described the issues for both and the possible two options of remaining separate or merging the two provisions

· Any merger depended utterly on the attitude of ERYC – without a great deal of movement on the land issue it would not be possible to merge or to gain grant aid.

· He drew particular attention to the legal status of the SFMC which he considered to be outside the provisions of the Local Government Act of 1972 – he considered that insufficient councillors were members of it – however, when it was pointed out that some SFMC members had been “elected/appointed” at the Annual Parish Meeting he seemed to be hesitant (although he seemed more certain in the main meeting.)

06.10.14 Options

· In reply to question from MK AL stated that the best possible option was two new facilities but that this seemed unlikely given the various constraints placed on the village.
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
