b. Munster Junior Coaching – it would be nice to have some.

c. Cost of attending weekend tournament. This is particularly high for parents and children, as parents need to come along in many cases.

It is an aspiration for Cork City and Limerick City to have four annual tournaments with u1200 sections. The reason for 4 is that a beginner player can achieve the 20 games for a full rating by playing at/near home with little expense.

d. Traveling abroad for Chess - Spain should be suggested as a good chess venue.
