I rose up in a non-Christian family, but I knew God since I was a kid.   I grew up in a Catholic school and Christian school at my young age.   During my teenage years, most of my school buddies are Christian, and my brother became a Christian during my high school years, but they didn’t affect me much.

It experienced the most difficult period through my early teenage years.   The relationship problems with classmates and teachers gave up a lot of pressure, especially the school works.  These pressures affected the relationship with my family.  Because I thought they don’t understand me, so I didn’t share my school problems with them, which created so many conflicts with my parents.  Then I became more self protective, and selfish, and tried to hide my inner self to others.  This caused me problem to make friends, and build good relationship with family.

The turning point came in the summer of  May 1995.  My brother took me to a Gospel Camp.  I was almost in tears when I sang and praised God in the worship service.  I didn’t notice God at that moment, but I felt something could see through my heart.  Also, the people treated me very nicely that I never been treated before.  People would keep away from me due to my over shyness, but they didn’t.  At the last day of Camp, I committed to Christ.

Then I started attend church and fellowship, but I quit less than a year.  Firstly, I started to feel worship is boring.  Secondly, I didn’t get along well with my fellowship buddies.  The main point is that I found out the reason that I committed to Christ if because of friends and not God. That’s why I left church. It was really wrong to trust in Lord because of this reason.  I didn’t feel any different after I broke my relationship with God.  As the time gone by, my guilty feeling increased more and more, but I just ignored it, though this feeling comes to my mind occasionally.

After I came back to Hong Kong, I lived in Canada during my teenage years; I had lots of free time for the first half year.  Because I had too much free time to spend, I pick up the bible to read again, just to explore knowledge and it attracted me continued to read.  I hadn’t think to rebuild my relationship with God, but as I read I found the words of God really made sense, though it was hard to understand most of the time. Then I decided to have the relationship with God because I knew exactly that I committed to Christ again because I want to learn more about God, and not friends.  Until my brother came back to Hong Kong, he took me to ECC.

I attended ECC two years ago, but I changed around during my time of church searching.  Finally, I returned to ECC, I grew up a lot in those two years.  Sunday School and Christian books helped me a lot in my spirituality.  Especially, my brothers and sisters, they encouraged me a lot through my battles in Christian life.  I became more caring, and a bit more open up others because of the affection from my brothers and sister in my previous fellowship and care group at ECC.  I used to get over things with my own strength, now I let God to guide me.
