From Adam to Me
My name is Allan Chesswas, a New Zealand citizen living at the turn of the third millennium, 2000 years after the birth of our saviour the Lord Jesus Christ.  I live in an age where society has become increasingly fragmented and individualistic, an age where many care not for the meaning of history and destiny.  Yet this is also a time where we are experiencing a revival of such things.  Heritage and history is becoming more and more integral to the agenda of our social institutions and the advent of the internet and new computer programmes has helped the study of genealogy become incredibly popular.

This interest became quite significant to me a couple of years ago, when I became more curious about the ancestors of mine that settled in this far off land.  My great aunt Helen McKinnon (nee Chesswas) has a keen interest in genealogy, and at that time I contacted her.  She happened to be preparing for a Chesswas family reunion planned for Easter 2003. At the same time I got in touch with a distant relative named Donald Chesswas of the motherland, who was compiling a history and genealogy of the Chesswas family that he’d traced back to 17th century Shropshire.
Donald published his book in time for the reunion and many of us obtained copies of it. After the reunion my auntie Joy showed me through a few boxes of photos and scrapbooks which had belonged to Nana and Granddad.  I had learnt a lot about the Chesswas family from my aunt Helen and from Donald, and from this point I began to learn about the Wilson family.  Of particular interest were a couple of scrapbooks compiled by my Grandma, her mother Rachel Wilson and her grandmother Agnes Wilson.  I began to consolidate a lot of this genealogical information, and found a reference in my grandmother’s photos to the Hunterville Museum.

I called in at the museum in August 2003 and there found two beautiful portraits of my great-great-great grandparents William and Anne Wilson.  I also found a framed family tree tracing the lineage of the Wilson family back to James Duff, the 18th century Earl of Fyfe.  I arrived home in Tututawa that evening and, curious, entered the name of James Duff into Google.  I found the Duff family he was part of, who could trace their lineage back through the Huntingdon family to King David & King Malcolm III of Scotland, and equally through the Duff lineage back to MacDuff and King Duff of Scotland. Both lines traced back to King Alpin, ancestor of all of the Kings of Scotland.

The next evening, back in Palmerston North, I connected to the internet again, curious to find just how far I could trace my lineage through the royal family of Scotland.  I found a genealogy site which just kept going as I kept clicking, ancestor after ancestor.  It traced the genealogy of these kings through the royal family of Dalriada and through the legendary Kings of Briton to a woman named Anna, reckoned to be the daughter of Joseph of Arimathea, the man who according to the Bible paid for the burial of Jesus, and according to oral tradition is believed to have been his great-uncle. From Joseph of Arimathea the genealogy could be traced according to Biblical records all the way back to Adam himself, the first man who God created at the beginning of the world.
Over the last year I have gathered more genealogical information and speculation, and over time have become much more familiar with my speculated genealogy and the various characters involved.  I have also been drawn to the compilation of a “history of my world”, and I believe this genealogy will provide it with a substantial backbone by which the work may be held together.
