Graduate Assistantship in Plant Molecular Physiology/ Plant Biotechnology

A graduate teaching assistantship (M.S. or Ph.D.) in plant molecular physiology/ plant biotechnology is available (Spring or Fall 2006) in the Department of Biological Sciences at the University of Northern Colorado, Greeley, Colorado, U.S.A. The student will be required to teach for the assistantship.  The student may choose one of two projects: (I) Cloning and characterization of plant terpene synthase genes from a tree species and understanding physiological aspects of terpene biosynthesis, and (II) Molecular physiological and genomics approaches to understand abiotic stress responses in plants.
Requirements: The student preferably has training and experience in molecular biology. Experience in cloning, recombinant DNA technology, PCR, tissue culture etc. will be very helpful. The student will have an opportunity to learn plant genetic engineering and modern genomic techniques like cDNA microarray.
