Hello fellow knottie!

If you’re reading this, then you’re attempting to make the infamous pink template that frequents many bios, but no one knows really how to make it. 

Until now.

The following document is the template for the pretty pink program. Follow these instructions, and hopefully you’ll find yourself with a beautiful program in the end.

To make this easier on you and to make sense of it visually, print out the template and put it together so you can see EXACTLY how it’s set up. Trust me, it’s in your best interest…otherwise it can be very confusing. Naturally, you’re going to have to print front to back. One piece of paper on both sides = one program. The second attachment is the cover to the program. Lots of work? Yes. But the end result is worth it and will make a beautiful enhancement to any wedding ceremony.
A few notes…

At the top right hand corner highlighted in pink is the page number to help guide you.

Anything highlighted in blue is a fill-in-the-blank, mad lib type of deal.

On page 4 I have a graphic of interlocking rings. Obviously, usage of this is entirely your call and can easily be replaced with anything you desire.
On page 5, I have a quote. Again entirely optional. In fact, EVERYTHING in this template is optional. (
Be aware that hitting “enter” can easily shift things around in placement, so it may take you a few tries before succeeding.

The top quarter of each page is unused. Please discard.

The second attachment is the cover to the program. Here, one sheet = three covers. 

Assembling the program…

Fold the program long-ways in the middle…do not cut here!! Next, fold it in half…then in half again, so the piece of paper is now in 8 equally sized rectangles.

Cut on the folds of the 8.5” side.
Piece the pages together appropriately.

Next align the program with the monogram side of the cover and fold. The excess paper with the date, will fold onto the inside, resting on top of the bulk of the program. When you open the program, the first thing you’ll see is the tab with the date.

Secure with a staple in the seam.

Add ribbon as desired.

Odds & Ends…

Having issues with alignment?

Printing out the page will usually help because you can fold the paper and gage where you need to be. Or you can use the ruler option under the view tab, and be mathematical about it. Or you can count the spaces provided in this template and work from that.
