1.
The call for suggestions for a name for the new organization was restated.  All members are strongly encouraged to make suggestions about the new name by May 15, 2004.  The WG will select two suggested names and ask members to vote on these suggested names by June 1, 2004.  The new name will be determined by June 15, 2004.

2.
A By-Law committee was appointed by the working group.  The members are Diana Auyeung, Po Chan, Quilin Qiao and Charles Wang.  A By-Law work schedule was set up by the working group:

July 1, 2004:
First draft of the By-Law will be distributed to all WG members for discussion and input.

July 15. 2004:
The By-Law committee will incorporate comments from the WG members and develop the final version of the first draft.

Aug. 1, 2004:
The final version of the first draft of the By-Law will be distributed to all members for discussion and input.

Sept. 1, 2004:
The members’ discussion will be closed, and the By-Law committee will incorporate members’ comments into second version.

Sept 15, 2004:
The second draft will be distributed to the WG for further input.

Oct. 1, 2004:
The final version of the By-Law will be sent to all members to vote. 

3.
The working group will construct through controlled election for the first board of the new organization.  The first board will be active after the next annual (2005) meeting. The composition of the board should include: President, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, and 5 to 7 council members (past president takes a council seat). All positions except the president are elected positions; the vice-president will escalate to president.  All the positions will carry two-year terms.
