An applicant must:
· be either a current full-time/part-time graduate student or an alumna with plans to attend graduate school. All scholarship monies will be subject to enrollment within the next calendar year 
· have a minimum GPA of 3.0 / 4.0 in a current graduate program or 2.5 / 4.0 in a recent undergraduate program (no minimum GPA is required if you have been out of undergraduate school for 3 years or more)
· be a member in good standing of Psi Mu or Upsilon Beta, or be a Central Florida resident who is a member in good standing of another Chi Omega chapter, or the Central Florida Alumnae Chapter
· be involved in civic and community activities  
· be someone who exemplifies the qualities set forth in the Chi Omega Symphony
· be active in Chi Omega events
· be one who displays a strong sense of sisterhood and commitment to Chi Omega
· be one who displays a determination in her academics and career goals
I. Scholarship:  


Current graduate students should attach a graduate transcript.  Those who have not entered graduate school should attach an undergraduate transcript.

Selection Committee Checklist:
1. Due date for applications is March 1st.
2. Application is currently available on the Central Florida Alumnae websites www.centralflchio.com.
3. Applications are accepted until March 1st.
4. Announce and provide applications at chapter meetings.
5. Application Rating Process:
 Photocopy the applications for each member of the selection committee, removing names of applicants and other references from copies in order to provide for anonymous selection.
 Each member reads the applications and independently scores the applicant.
 The chairman of the selection committee collects each rating sheet and all applications.
 The chairman tallies the score of the applicants.
 If there is a tie, the executive board will review application from top candidates.  If the executive board deems it necessary the executive board or their designee will interview the top candidates.  The executive board will then vote.
6. The Selection Committee will notify the recipient by March 31st.
7. Announce the recipient at the Annual Eleusinian Tea.
8. Contact the Chi Omega Foundation with the recipient of the award.
9. Should the selection committee determine that no eligible candidate has applied, no scholarship will be awarded in that year.
