Include major facts, ideas, and/or discoveries.  Information from the article should be accurate and understanding of science concepts is evident.
Part 3:

Reaction:  One Paragraph (at least 5 sentences):
Using complete sentences, write a personal reaction about the article.  Your opinion about the issues/views contained in this article.  Why did you choose this article?  What did you learn?  How did you feel reading this?
 Include a valid conclusion about the impact of the article.

Part 4:

Format:

Summary and reaction are in paragraphs of at least 5 sentences.

Few spelling and grammar mistakes
