Answer:    
Now just settle down and I’ll explain what a we call in Appalachia a 9 MM copyright.  You see the US Supreme Court ruled that if you change a copyrighted item by just 10% it become a new creation and we have instance changed the item by 60%-so it is not copyrighted.

Better if the materials were created for a nonprofit purpose; academic; or historical purpose for instance we are exempt anyway under Title 17 USC Copyright –Fair use Exception; some provisions claim copyright only last 17 years; and other materials are cited under the provisions of Title 1 USC General Provisions as a citation of authority;  and other materials are protected by Title 18 USC 402 Contempt and Title 18 USC Title 18 USC 913 Impersonator Making Arrest which makes it a prosecutable offense for a private citizen to vend, dispense, or practice law…just like I am doing now.

So can we or should be copyright this book?

Answer:
