Exhibit A  Is the Docket in  a judicial misconduct question filed pursuant to Title 28 USC 354-361 concerning US Magistrate Edward M Chen in a question of law filed  as Chris Walters v Michael Asture C08000-483 EMC

Docket #1 The Complaint filed with the Court questioned the right of the Social Security Administration to conduct a review of a Social Security claim Title 42 USC 405(g) Judicial review where Chris Walters has already been granted benefits in April, 2007 through an admission of fact and law by the Social Security Administration.

Exhibit B:   Title 42 USC 405(g) Judicial review requires such reviews of the Social Security Commissioners final decision to be supervised by a US District Court Judge.

Docket #3 US Magistrate Chen ORDERED the parties to begin “Discovery” under ADR provisions however in Docket #9 states he could not  comprehend the Complaint and case history of  the complex matters dating back to 1997.

Docket #12 to 18 show the attempts by parties to reach a settlement through the ADR process which the Court apparently Quashed repeatedly after ordering the parties to actively attempt to resolve the issues.

Docket #19 is a Motion To Withdraw Complaint and Docket #20 Is A Motion for Reconsideration were filed in response to the Court’s suggestion the action at law were filed in the wrong venue.

Docket #23 The Court Dismissed the Action with Prejudice when the parties moved the action at law to Exhibit C:  US District Court in New Mexico where the cause was easily resolved in Exhibit D: the Social Security Administration appeared and acknowledged the case was being held in the wrong venue and was transferred to the 10th US Circuit Court of Appeals.
Discussion on Question of Diminished Capacity Or Malicious 
Administration By US Magistrate Edward M. Chen


The 9th US Circuit Court of Appeals is asked to consider a question as to whether US Magistrate Edward M Chen has diminished capacity or has acted in a malicious manner to unduly hinder the parties from reaching a fair and equitable solution. US Magistrate Edward M Chen ORDERED the ADR process and then quashed all attempts by both parties to resolve the matter.
US Magistrate Chen suggested the question of law might be resolved in another US District and then after the matter is withdrawn enters a Dismissal With Prejudice after the parties have reached a fair and equitable solution in the related action Walters v Asture cv08-380 the Honorable Judge Scott presiding.  The Court appears to be continuing to litigate in a matter which has already formally been withdraw.    The actions of the Court to quash it’s own instructions to the parties might suggest either diminished capacity or malicious intentions.
