


  COB WEB CACHING: BOXING THE COMPASS








“Boxing the compass” is the action of naming all 32 principal ponts of the compass in clockwise order. You can see this in the picture and the list above. This is also the princip of this Serial-Cache.





In the main Cache (GCR99F) were 32 little packages with logbook, pencil, sharpener and descriptions. The finders of this cache were able to each take a package and than hide an own cache in each of the 32 principal directions. Each new cache contained one other little logbook-package. From each cache the serial was contiued in exact the same direction. You can follow the Caches at http://de.geocities.com/chrisstonycreek/geocaching.html





Rules: Please hide a new Cache within the next two weeks as close as possible to the direction ____________, about 5 to 10 km (2.5 to 5 miles) away from the Cache, where you found your logbook-package. Your Cache is the _____________ in direction _____________. Please call your Cache: Cob Web around the World _________________. You can also add an own nickname, if you like. Copy the sheet with the gaps or load it from the link at listing GCR99F. Fill out one sheet and add one sheet with gaps in the Logbook-Package (also containing a logbook, pencil and sharpener) that you will add to your Cache. This way the next Cacher can read the description and continue the Serial-Cache. Maybe somebody can translate the text, when the Cache comes to another country. But always also keep the English description going.





In the short description of your Cache-Report, please put the description of the Serial-Cache. You can just copy it from the Cache, where you found your logbook-package. In the long description you just put your Cache-description as usually.





Sometimes it is not possible to hide the Cache in the exact distance, as ther might be a mountain or a sea or something like that. Please hide your Cache at the next possible point, in the exact direction than. If the way to this point should be to long for you, please send an email to � HYPERLINK "mailto:christine.williamson@gmail.com" ��christine.williamson@gmail.com� . She will take care of the continuation of the cache than.





The goal of this Serial-Cache is, that the Caches will go around the world until two directions ( for example N and S) will meet. Lets see how long it will take til the Cob Web is spun around the world.
