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Themes:

1. Resurrection – Carton is “dead” because his life is meaningless. He was “resurrected” through the act of giving his life to save Charles Darnay. Protecting and helping Lucy gives his life new meaning. Dr. Manette “died” because of his imprisonment, and was resurrected by Lucy. You can always be brought back to a higher status and a new purpose of life can be found at any time. Jerry Cruncher is the resurrection man by digging people up. Roger Cly’s body is not in the coffin, but he comes back to life. The wine spilled at the beginning can be hinting to the resurrection. Dr. Mannette goes crazy, but he is brought back to his original state because of love. 

2. The evil within humanity – The raging mobs represent the evil within humanity, because they go insane and kill for little or no reason. Another representation of the evil within humanity is the Marquis St. Evremonde, who has no regard for human life. Humanity as a whole is not corrupted, but it is corrupted due to the few such as Madame Defarge. Evil is always there, but it does not always surface. No matter how good natured someone is, evil will surface. 
3. Karma – Madame Defarge’s death is an example of karma, because she runs around killing other people, and she shoots herself. Karma is revenge/justice. What goes around comes around. You reap what you sow and you will be rewarded in the end. 
4. Death – Death can be a noble act, a purging of evil, or a needless thingy. Death is not an end, but a step to a new beginning. Death rids people of their problems. Death allows the person to search for something new. 
5. Alienation/Imprisonment – It messes with your head. An exaple is Doctor Manette who shanks the living crap out of shoooz cause hes a w00t w00t. 
6. Self Sacrifice for Love – El Carton is the example of self sacrifice for love because he gives his life for his live of Lucy and he shows that it is a noble act. 
7. Revolution – It is bad. But it is also good because it has the ability to purge evil rulership. Nothing good comes out of Revolution. Revolution brings corruption, destruction, and death. Revolution aggravates rather than helps. 
8. The Role of Women – I been through the desert ON A HORSE WITH no NAME it FEEls GOOd TO GeT Out Of The rAiN in the desert you cant remember your name cause there aint nobody for to give you no shame. Madame Defarge is nothing, but a vile woman. She becomes a monster. Madame Defarge is manly and the more manly she gets the more of a monster she becomes. She rejects her feminine part. Lucie is perfect. 
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
