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Causes and Effects of World War II

Causes: 

1. Germany had made much advancement in its technology and its economy rivaled Britain’s economy. This resulted in Britain’s bitterness against Germany in all situations. 

2. Germany marched through the Belgium, which was a neutral country at the time, after Britain had directly told them not to. His made the British mad and wanted revenge. Britain then declared war on Germany. 

3. Many countries made allies with other countries. Instead of being comforted by their allies, the countries only got nervous at how many allies competing countries had. 

4. A Serbian nationalist assassinated Archduke Ferdinand of Austria-Hungary in 1914. 

5. Russia positioned all of their troops on Germany’s border on July 30, 1914, so Germany decided to declare war on Russia and then France two days later. 

Effects:
1. Much damage occurred in the war and Germany was blamed for most if not all of it. Other countered forced Germany to pay for all the damage throughout the entire war.

2. There were more casualties in this war than there had been in any other war before it. 

3. The Germans hated the Big Three for placing all of the blame on them, which ended in Germany’s bitterness towards the countries that defeated them. 

4. Poland became an independent nation and it also got a strip of land from Germany. 

5. Many of the countries who were being controlled by other countries wanted to become independent because they liked what they saw in the other countries that were free. So they demanded national states of their own.
