Soviet - Petrograd and other cities, they set up soviets.  These were councils of workers and soldiers.  At first, the soviets worked democratically within the government.

Command economy - The Soviet Union developed a command economy.  This is one in which a government made all basic economic decisions

Collective - He forced peasants to give up their private plots and live on either stateowned farms or on collectives.  These were large farms owned and operated by peasants as a group.

Kulak - Stalin sought to destroy the kulaks.  These were wealthy peasants.  The government confiscated their land.

Totalitarian state - Lenin turned the Soviet Union into a totalitarian state.  In this form of government, a one-party dictatorship attempts to regulate every aspect of the lives of its citizens

Socialist realism - Stalin forced artists and writers to conform to a style called socialist realism.  Its goal was to boost socialism by showing Soviet life in a positive light

Lenin - As a young man, he read the works of Karl Marx and participated in student demonstrations.  He spread Marxist ideas among factories.  Lenin adapted Marxist ideas to Russian conditions.  Lenin called for an elite group to lead the revolution and set it up.

Osip Mandelstam - He was imprisoned, tortured and exiled of fear for composing a satirical verse about Stalin.  Out of fear for his wife’s safety, Mandelstam gave in and wrote an Ode to Stalin.

Nicholas II - He had failed to solve Russia’s basic problems.  He was a weak and ineffectual man, blocked attempts to limit his authority.  He relied on his secret police and other enforcers to impose his will.

Gregory Rasputin - His influence over Alexandra reached new heights.  Those who flattered him won top jobs for which they were wholly unqualified.  

Joseph Stalin - Stalin put his own supporters into top jobs and isolated Trotsky within the party.  Stalin set out to make the Soviet Union into a modern industrial power.  

Stalin's 5 Year Plan - He proposed the first of several five year plans aimed at building heavy industry, improving transportation and increasing farm output.  To achieve this he brought all economic activity under government control.

 Socialist realism - Stalin forced artists and writers to conform to a style called socialist realism.  Its goal was to boost socialism by showing Soviet life in a positive light

Totalitarian state - Lenin turned the Soviet Union into a totalitarian state.  In this form of government, a one-party dictatorship attempts to regulate every aspect of the lives of its citizens

Anna Akhmatova - She was one of Russia’s greatest poets.  She fell out of favor because her poetry did not stress communist ideas

V.I. Lenin - Lenin’s real name was Vladimir Ilyich Ulyanov.  He was born in 1870 to a middle-class family

Mikhail Sholokhov - He described the civil war in his novel.  Where a Red Army officer tells how he feels about executing Cossacks, peasants in the czar’s cavalry

Joseph Stalin - Stalin’s five year plans set high production goals, especially for heavy industry and transportation.  The government pushed workers and managers to meet these goals by giving bonuses to those who succeed.

Leon Trotsky - Trotsky was a brilliant Marxist thinker, a skillful speaker and an architect of the Bolshevik Revolution.  He was a firm Marxist, he urged for a worldwide revolution against capitalism

Socialist revolution - Duma politicians then set up a provisional or temporary government.  Middle-class liberals in the government began preparing a constitution for a new Russian republic.

Bolshevik Revolution - Lenin and the Bolsheviks promised Peace, Land, and Bread.  As troops mutinied and another grim winter closed in, the Bolsheviks made their move. 

Lenin's New Economic Policy - Lenin called for an elite group to lead the revolution and set up. He spread Marxist ideas among factories

Stalin - He harbored obsessive fears that rival party leaders were plotting against him.  He launched the great purge
