Apartheid - They imposed an apartheid.  This is a system of racial segregation

Civil disobedience - Gandhi practiced civil disobedience.  This is the refusal to obey unjust laws

 

Diego Rivera - He was a muralist who created magnificent works that won worldwide acclaim.  There was an upsurge in national feeling that led Latin American artists

 

Hirohito - Solemn ceremonies marked the start of Emperor Hirohito’s reign.  Hirohito reigned from 1926 to 1989.

 

Jiang Jieshi - He received military training in Japan.  He began a march into northern China, crushing local warlords as he advanced.

 

Muhammad Ali Jinrah - He came from a middle class background and had studied law in England.  He represented Muslim interests within the Congress party

 

Nationalization - That is the takeover of property of resources by the government.  This happened to Japan by China. 

 

Pancho Villa - He fought mostly for personal power but won the intense loyalty of his peasant followers.  His name was Francisco Pancho Villa .

 

Cause of the 1910 Mexico Revolution - Mexico enjoyed peace and economic growth.  Prosperity benefited wealthy landowners, business people and foreign investors.  

 

Pan-Africanism - It emphasized the unity of Africans and people of African descent around the world.  Among its most inspiring leaders was Marcus Garvey

 

Mandate System (M. East) - Arab nationalism blossomed after World War I and gave rise to Pan-Arabism.  This nationalist movement built on the shared heritage of Arabs

 

Great Salt March - To mobilize mass support, Gandhi offered a daring challenge to Britain in 1930.  He set out to end the British salt monopoly.  

 

May Fourth Movement - Western educated leaders blamed the imperialists’ successes on China’s own weakness.  On May 4, 1919, student protests erupted in Beijing and later spread to cities across China, setting off a cultural ad intellectual ferment known as the May Fourth Movement

Effect of Great Depression in Japan - In 1929, the Great Depression rippled across the Pacific, striking Japan with devastating force. Trade, Japan’s economic lifeline, suffered as foreign buyers could no longer afford Japanese silks and other exports. Prices for all exports plummeted, and unemployment in the cities soared

 

 
Chapter 30

General Strike - In 1926, a general strike, or strike by workers in many different industries at the same time, lasted nine days and involved some three million workers. During the 1920s, unemployment was severe. Wages remained low, leading to worker unrest and frequent strikes

 

Stream of Consciousness - As Freud’s ideas became popular, some writers experimented with stream of consciousness. In this technique, a writer probes a character’s random thoughts and feelings without imposing any logic or order

 

Flapper - It was a rebellious young woman. They usually were found in the United States and Europe during the 1920’s

 

Concentration Camp - It was a detention center for Jewish people. Millions of people died in them

 

Leon Blum - In 1936, several parties on the left united behind the socialist leader Leon Blum. His Popular Front government tried to solve labor problems and passed some social legislation. But it could not satisfy more radical leftists whose strikes soon brought down Blum’s government

 

Marie Curie - She was a scientist who helped study radioactivity. She was a Polish-born French scientist who helped to discover that atoms of certain elements spontaneously release charged particles.

 

Franklin D. Roosevelt - In 1932, American elected a new President, Franklin D. Roosevelt, who projected an air of energy and optimism. Roosevelt argued that government had to take an active role in combating the Great Depression, so he introduced the New Deal, a massive package of economic and social programs.

 

Virginia Woolf - In novels like To the Lighthouse and Mrs. Dalloway, British novelist Virginia Woolf used stream of consciousness. She explored the hidden thoughts of people as they go through the ordinary actions of their everyday lives

 

Albert Einstein - He argued that space and time measurements and not absolute but are determined by many factors. He was a German scientist who advanced theories of relativity.

 

James Joyce - In Finnegan’s Wake, James Joyce explores the mind of a hero who remains sound asleep throughout the novel. To convey the freedom and playfulness of the unconscious mind, Joyce invented many words

 

Pablo Picasso - He was a Spanish artist who helped to create a revolutionary new style called Cubanism. In this he broke 3-dimensional objects into separate shapes

 

Joseph Pilsudski - By 1926, Joseph Pilsudski had become dictator of Poland. Eventually, right-wing dictators emerged in every Eastern European country except Czechoslovakia and Finland. Like Hitler, they promised order and won the backing of the military and wealthy

 

Frank Lloyd Wright - The American architect Frank Lloyd Wright reflected the Bauhaus belief that the function of a building should determine its form. In designing houses, he used materials and forms that fit their environment.

 

Kellog-Briand Pact - Almost every independent nation in the world signed this agreement to “renounce war as an instrument of national policy”. The “spirit of Locarno” was echoed in this pact that was written in 1928.

 

Fascism - Italo Balbo joined a new movement called fascism and made himself dictator in the 1920s. In the 1930s, Germany became Europe’s second fascist state, with Hitler as dictator.

 
Adolph Hitler - Hitler was a terrible man who used his powerful skill of public speaking to earn the trust of Germany. He became dictator of Germany and started World War II as he tried to take over the world and eradicate all Jews.

 

Totalitarian Rule - This was when a ruler cotrolled ever aspect of his peoples lives politically and religiously. There were many leader like this during this time such as Hitler

 

Mein Kampf - In 1923, Hitler made a failed attempt to seize power in Munich. While in prison, he wrote Mein Kampf, the “holy book” of Nazi goals and ideology

 

Campaign against the Jews - In his fanatical anti-Semitism, Hitler set out to drive Jews from Germany. In 1935, the Nuremberg Laws placed severe restrictions on the Jews. Many Jews, including Albert Einstein, fled the growing menace.

 

Great Depression - This was a painful time of global economic collapse and turmoil. The Great Depression started after the big crash of 1929 in the New York Stocks.

 

Mussolini - He suppressed rival parties, muzzled the press, limited the number of voters, and rigged elections. In provinces and towns, he replaced elected officials with Fascist supporters.

 

Weimar Republic - The constitution set up a parliamentary form of government led by a prime minister, or chancellor. It gave both woman and men the vote, and included a bill of rights.

 

Kristallnacht - The Kristallnacht riots took place on the nights of November 9 and 10, 1938. Nazi-led mobs attacked Jewish communities all over Germany. They smashed windows, looted shops, and burned synagogues.

 

List causes of Great Depression - The stock market crash triggered the Great Depression of the 1930s, a painful time of global economic collapse. The crash created financial turmoil in the industrial word as American banks stopped making loans abroad and demanded repayment for foreign loans.
